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In addition to those of Nikiforov, the collective monograph contains works
of 12 other authors, mostly researchers of the Institute for Slavic Studies, but
also of those from other scientific and research organisations from the Russian
Federation and the region, such as the Faculty of International Relations, the St.
Petersburg State University, the Moscow State Institute for International Relations
or the Faculty of History of the University of Sofia. In their research, the authors
used a wide variety of sources, from published and unpublished archive materials
and articles to memoirs and other works by some of the most important political
actors in this area.

In the preface and 13 chapters, the authors presented the political history of
the following countries: Bulgaria, Hungary, North Macedonia, Poland, Roma-
nia, Serbia, Slovakia, Slovenia, Croatia, Montenegro, the Czech Republic, Greece
and Turkey. Having studied these countries for almost three decades, the authors
offered a view of the main problems of the political history of the region, taking
into account - for the first time - the political development of Greece as well as
the influence of Turkey’s foreign policy on the region. It is also worth noting
that Albania and Bosnia and Herzegovina were not included in the monograph.
As these countries significantly influence the political situation, especially in the
Balkans, their study could contribute to a more complete overview of the political
processes in the region.

At the very beginning, in the preface, K. V. Nikiforov set out several main
theses that required special attention, because in the following chapters they served
as the basis for the study of political and developmental processes in the subject
countries. Namely, the author first mentioned the transition process, which char-
acterised the initial period of their post-socialist development. It was precisely this
process that influenced the important geopolitical division of the region into two
separate entities - the Visegrad Group of four (Central Europe) and the Balkans
(Southeast Europe). The author believes that the main difference between these
regions is that the process of transition in Central Europe has been completed,
while in Southeast Europe it is still burdened by unresolved problems from the
previous period. Another important process is that of Europeanisation and mod-
ernisation, reflected in the aspiration of most of these countries to join the NATO
pact and the European Union. However, the author concludes that this goal has
not been fully achieved, primarily because of the gap in development that exists
between these countries and the “old Europeans”, as the author calls the developed
capitalist countries of Western Europe. Namely, the author believes that the gap
in development has not been overcome by the processes of Euro-Atlantic integra-
tion - which is especially noticeable in the example of the Balkan countries - and
further states that the process has shown that in the mentioned countries there are
phenomena that are essentially and permanently inherited and therefore cannot
be overcome quickly, not even by a radical change in social development. Based
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on the above, we arrive at the main thesis of the collective monograph - which the
editor Nikiforov expresses by referring to the famous political scientist Samuel
Huntington - that the “West” as a phenomenon does not have a universal status,
i.e. that the Western path of development is not applicable to 95% of the world’s
population - thus positioning the thesis of uniqueness against the universality of
the West. For the author, development as such allows the use of different variants
and possibilities, i.e. different available development models, enabling their com-
bination, not necessarily identical to the examples provided by the most developed
Western countries. From this position, the author assesses that the modernisation
of the countries of the studied region is based on the principle of imitation, and
that, as such, it has replaced the socialist principle of modernisation which repre-
sented an alternative to the Western model. Nikiforov also observes several other
significant processes and events that characterise the period at hand.

This introductory part is followed by thematic chapters, each dedicated to
an individual country. In her work entitled “Y3noBbie mpo6nemsr monuTIyeckoi
uctopuu bonrapun B Hauane XXI B.” [“Key Issues of Political History of Bul-
garia at the Beginning of the XXI c.”] Iskra Baeva, Bulgarian historian from the
University of Sofia, provided an account of the political history of Bulgaria from
the moment of Todor Zhivkov’s regime was overthrown in 1989 to the Bulgarian
presidency of the European Union in the first half of 2018, taking into account the
results of the local elections and the elections for the European Parliament in 2019.
She presented the changes that occurred in the political scene, from the presenta-
tion of the first post-socialist political parties to the rise of a new political force
embodied by the long-time Bulgarian Prime Minister Boyko Borisov. Reviewing
this period, Baeva concluded that the Bulgarian society, like other European socie-
ties, had decided to place its trust in a new type of politician, one who does not act
through institutions but speaks directly to citizens and seeks practical solutions.
In the positioning of Boyko Borisov as the dominant political force in Bulgaria,
Baeva saw the embodiment of a new political trend - populism, which fitted into
the general European and world contexts and pointed to the crisis of traditional
parliamentary democracy in the conditions of growing globalisation. Taking into
account the relations with the Russian Federation, as well as with the Republic
of China, especially in the later period, Baeva also followed the development of
Bulgaria’s foreign policy orientation, both through the presentation of the region’s
Euro-Atlantic integrations and its special attachment to the policy of the United
States, and through the regional policy related to the Western Balkans.

In the second chapter, “KoanunnonHoe npasnenne Benrpun: napruiinble
co103bI 1 uX muzepsl. 1998-2018 rr.” [Coalition Governments of Hungary: Party
Alliances and their Leaders. 1998-2018”], Bela Yozhevofich Zhelitski (from the
Institute for Slavic Studies) presented the political history of Hungary from the
time of the National Round Tables (1988-1989), which laid the foundations of the
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new democratic system, to 2018 and the constitution of Viktor Orban’s fourth
government. By presenting brief biographical data of the most important actors
in the political scene, she gave an account of the post-socialist political scene
in Hungary: the replacement of the left-wing Hungarian Socialist Party and the
right-wing Union of Free Democrats in the first period, i.e. the rise of the FIDES
party and its leader Viktor Orban, who established himself in the second period.
In addition to this, Zhelitski wrote about the specific relations between Hungary
and the European Union, which under Orban tends to act as a protector of the
national interests of sovereign states in the era of globalisation. However, it must be
noted that the author was rather biased in her assessment of Viktor Orban, cred-
iting him with the stabilisation of the Hungarian society, economy and politics.

“Ot Oxpupa go Ilpecmsl: Bexu monntTudeckoit ncropunu CeBepHOIt
Maxegouun. 1999-2019 rr.” [From Ohrid to Prespa: Milestones of Political His-
tory of North Macedonia 1999-20197] is the title of the third chapter, devoted to
North Macedonia and written by Evgeniy Andreevich Koloskov, assistant professor
at the Faculty of International Relations at the State University of St. Petersburg.
This chapter deals with the political history of North Macedonia from 1991, when
it gained independence, until the year 2019, when North Macedonia joined the
NATO pact. The author analysed the processes in Macedonia from the standpoint
of several frameworks, primarily the internal ethnic conflict between Albanians
and Macedonians, the relationship with neighbouring Serbia, Bulgaria and Greece,
and conflicts related to the church, language, name and cultural-historical her-
itage, as well as through the process of Euro-Atlantic integration. He also made
a special reference to its relations with the Russian Federation. The author cited
several turning points from this period, namely the gaining of independence in
1991, the signing of the Ohrid Agreement in 2001 and the resolution of the ethnic
conflict with the Albanian minority, the signing of the Prespa Agreement in 2018,
and the final resolution of the dispute over the name of the state that removed the
Greek veto concerning North Macedonia’s Euro-Atlantic integration.

The fourth chapter, “ITonpmra: oT coManbHOTO rOCYJapCTBa K COLMAIbBHOMY
yuenuio nepksu’ [“Poland: From Social Welfare State to Social Teaching of the
Church”], was written by Vadim Vadimovich Volobuyev from the Institute of
Slavic Studies. It provides an overview of Poland from 1997 and the formation of
the first right-wing government, to the 2019 parliamentary elections. The political
history of Poland is shown through the power struggle between the liberal forces
on the one hand, and conservative forces, embodied in the Law and Justice party,
on the other. Volobuyev especially emphasised the aspiration of Polish political ac-
tors to maintain the traditional, Catholic values of the Polish society and preserve
the national interests in a time of growing European integration trends, stating
that it is precisely for these reasons that Poland does not support certain European
standards such as the freedom of sexual minorities, the right to abortion, and the
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secularisation of politics and education. The author also gave an account of the
foreign policy situation, especially analysing the so-called “Giedroyc Doctrine”,
which mandates Poland’s commitment to reducing Russian influence in the former
Soviet republics, and its special relationship with Ukraine, perceived as crucial for
projecting Russian influence in Europe.

Igor Sergeyevich Putintsev from the Moscow State Institute of International
Relations (MGIMO) is the author of the fifth chapter titled “Pymbians B xonue
XX — navane XXI B.: oT kpusnca k kpusucy~ [“Romania at the End of the XX
and the Beginning of XXI Century: from Crisis to Crisis”], which provides an
overview of Romanian political history from the end of the Ceausescu regime to
the presidential elections of 2019. The internal situation in Romania is presented
through the analysis of the rule of several political parties. The author first re-
views the rule of the first post-socialist political option embodied in Ion Iliescu,
followed by the rule of President Traian Basescu, and finally Klaus Iohannis. He
follows the process of transition and economic reform in Romania throughout
this entire period, which was followed by Euro-Atlantic integration and ended
with membership in NATO and the European Union. There is also an analysis of
Romania’s special relationship with the United States and its support for American
interventions in the Middle East, as well as of its special position regarding the
crisis in Transnistria, the strengthening of the role of the NATO in the Black Sea,
and the issue of unification with Moldova.

In the sixth chapter, titled “Cep6us Ha nyTtu nmocrconmanucTuyeckoi
tpanchopmanun’ [“Serbia on the Path of Post-Socialist Transformation”], K. V.
Nikiforov offers an account of the political situation in the states that existed
on the territory of today’s Republic of Serbia between the years 1989 and 2020.
He notes several important events in this period, namely: the first multi-party
elections in 1990, wars in the first half of the 1990s, the conflict in Kosovo and
Metohija and the NATO bombing, the change of the regime of Slobodan Milosevi¢
in 2000, the reform of relations at the level of the federation and the creation of the
State Union of Serbia and Montenegro in 2003, including its dissolution in 2006
and the unilateral declaration of independence of Kosovo in 2008. In addition to
these events, the author also presents the political situation in the country, from
the dominance of the socialists during the regime of Slobodan Milosevic, to the
governments composed of the parties that appeared after the collapse of the Dem-
ocratic Opposition of Serbia and the Serbian Progressive Party’s accession to power
in 2012. Examining the rule of different political options, the author concludes
that although Serbia does have a multi-party system, it is in most cases dominated
by only one party. He therefore characterises it as a “one and a half party system”
(monmyTopa mapruitHas cucrema). The author calls such political systems “electoral
authoritarianism” or “competitive authoritarianism”, perceiving them as systems
that are composed of a multi-party system and opposition, but lacking in equal
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representation of all options in the political arena, concluding that such systems
ultimately lead to party hegemony. He also gives an account of the foreign policy
situation, the complicated path of Serbia’s European integration, and the country’s
specific relationship with the Russian Federation.

The 7th chapter titled “Tlonurnyeckne naptuu B CroBakum: CTpaTerus u
takTHKa. 1999- 2019 rr.” [“Political Parties in Slovakia: Strategy and Tactics 1999-
20197], written by Viktor Viktorovich Nikitin from the Institute of Slavic Studies,
presents the political history of the Slovak Republic from the time of removal of
the government of Vladimir Meciar in the elections of 1998, to the election of
the government of Igor Matovic in the elections of 2020 and the beginning of the
Coronavirus pandemic. In this chapter, the author provides an overview of the
deep political crisis in Slovakia, which manifested itself in the form of fierce, mutu-
al political accusations between the government and the opposition. He also places
particular emphasis on the privatisation process, which had gained momentum
in Slovakia, becoming one of the main political issues. The consequence of that
process is that the largest part of Slovak exports, production and profits is now in
the hands of foreign companies. He also speaks of the Euro-Atlantic integrations
and the entry of Slovakia into the Eurozone, which was perceived as a great suc-
cess. In the end, he writes about Slovakia’s foreign policy and the initiatives that
were launched during Slovakia’s presidency of the European Union, related to the
protection of European borders from illegal migration.

The Republic of Slovenia is the topic of the 8th chapter, titled “CoBpemennas
nonutnyeckas ucropus Pecny6muku Croenun. 2000- 2020 rr.” [“Modern Po-
litical History of the Republic of Slovenia in the 2000-2022 Period] and written by
Nadezhda Sergeevna Pilko from the Institute for Slavic Studies. In this chapter, in
addition to an overview of the main political parties and actors on the Slovenian
political scene, the author also provides an account of the Slovenian transition,
concluding that Slovenia managed to go through this process much more easily
than any other Yugoslav state. There is also an overview of the Euro-Atlantic
integrations and the introduction of Slovenia into the Eurozone, with special ref-
erence to the world economic crisis which greatly affected the Slovenian economy.
The author also presents the foreign policy relations of the Republic of Slovenia,
paying special attention to its border dispute with the Republic of Croatia, but also
taking into account its growing cooperation with the People’s Republic of China
and relations with the Russian Federation.

The 9th chapter, written by Aleksandar Aleksandrovich Pivovarenko (from
the Institute for Slavic Studies), is titled “ITonutnyecknit nanpuadpt XopBarnm.
1990-2000-e rr.” [“Political Landscape of Croatia 1990-2000s”] and covers the
political history of Croatia from 1992, when it gained independence, until 2020
and the Croatian presidency of the European Union. At first, the author focuses on
the war in the first half of the 1990s, highlighting its importance for the creation of
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the modern Croatian state and noting its role in the formation of national identity.
The author proceeds with an account of the establishment of the political scene
in Croatia, from the dominance of the Croatian Democratic Union and Franjo
Tudjman in the 1990s, to the creation of a two-party system in the early 2000s,
ay which time the power alternated between the right and left political spectrum,
i.e. between the HDZ and the Social Democratic Party. The author provides an
overview of the Croatian Euro-Atlantic integration, as well as a detailed account
of relations in the region, especially the relations with Bosnia and Herzegovina
in the context of the Croatian community, the border dispute with Slovenia, and
the normalisation of relations with the Republic of Serbia.

The author of the 10th chapter, “MeTamop} 036! MOMUTNYECKOI UCTOPUA
Yeproropun 1997-2019 rr.” [“The Political Metamorphosis of Montenegro in the
1997-2019 Period”], is Yakov Nikolaevich Smirnov from the Institute for Slavic
Studies. He provides an account of the political history of Montenegro, from the
time when it constituted a part of the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia and the State
Union of Serbia and Montenegro, to the country as an independent state. In that
period, the author recognises several radical changes that occurred in its internal
and external politics, separating them into several periods. Roughly speaking, they
can be divided into the period of the existence of Montenegro within the federal
state, when there was a turn in Montenegrin foreign policy. With the help of the
European Union, this turn led first to the reform of the federation in 2003, and
then to its dissolution in 2006. The second period is the period of Montenegro as
an independent state. The author analyses the regime of Milo Djukanovi¢, and its
internal and foreign political dimensions, assessing that in 20 years Montenegro
failed to create a sustainable model for the functioning of the state, which is now
characterised by frequent changes to the electoral law, populist statements and
moves, and the use of administrative resources in election campaigns to keep
Milo Djukanovi¢’s regime in power. On the other hand, he also assesses that
widespread corruption, economic problems and high unemployment rate have
led to the destabilisation of power structures and the emergence of mass protests.

Chapter 11, “TpaexTopun monurudeckoro passutus Yeurckoit Pecriybnmxu.
1998-2019 rr.” [“Trajectories of the Political Development of the Czech Republic
in the 1998-2019 Period”], written by Ela Grigorievna Zadrozhnyuk from the In-
stitute of Slavic Studies, presents the political history of the Czech Republic from
the period of overcoming political confrontations and the beginning of the policy
of compromise among the political parties, to the 2010s and the formation of the
significant political movement, Action of Dissatisfied Citizens, which led to a new
political crisis but also to a new compromise between President Milo§ Zeman and
Prime Minister Andrej Babis (ANO), who imposed themselves as dominant po-
litical figures. In her analysis, the author concludes that the political scene in the
Czech Republic resembles a mosaic, and that parliamentary majorities are often
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unstable. However, she concludes that such a situation did not threaten the im-
provement, stabilisation and economic growth of the Czech Republic. She travels
through political history by presenting several dominant political figures such as
Vaclav Havel, Vaclav Klaus, Milo§ Zeman and Andrej Babis, concluding that a new
political course, which corresponds to a pragmatic, compromise-consensus model
of political life, was created in the Czech Republic when Babi$ came to power.

In the 12th chapter “I'perjusi: oT ABYX MapTHUITHOI CHCTEMBI K TOTUTUYECKIM
tpaHchopmanmam 2010-x rr.” [“Greece: From Two Party System to Political Trans-
formations of 2010s”], Ana Konstantinovna Aleksandrova provides an overview of
the Greek political system from 1974 to 2019, dividing it into a two-party period,
during which power was shared between the social democratic option PASOK
and the right-wing options of the New Democracy, and the period after the 2012
elections, which is when SYRIZA became the second and then the first political
option in the country, marking the end of the two-party system. The author be-
lieves that the system that caused the economic disaster was created during the
first period, which was characterised by uncontrolled spending of state funds for
the purpose of buying loyalty of the administration and citizens. The author views
the second period through the lens of the economic disaster that befell Greece,
and through its relationship with the “troika” - the European Commission, the
European Central Bank and the International Monetary Fund. This is the period
when political options concerning the requirements of the European Union in
terms of austerity and economic reform in Greece were formed, and the author
concludes that the success of the elections depends on how well the parties can
balance the wishes of the voters and the pressures of “troika”.

The last chapter, entitled “Brernss nonuruka Typiun Ha bankanax B Hauasne
XXIB.” [“Turkey’s Foreign Policy in the Balkans at the Beginning of the 21st Cen-
tury”], was written by Ilgar Mahalovich Mamedov from the Institute for Slavic
Studies. It offers a special perspective of the impact of Turkish foreign policy on
the region discussed in the monograph, primarily on the Balkans. The author is
of the opinion that Turkey’s political influence in the region is expanding because
of the vacuum that was created by the collapse of the Soviet Union, and that Tur-
key’s mission in the Balkans is to ensure the stability and security of the region
and prevent any other country from becoming a regional power. In the author’s
opinion, this is necessary because the Balkans are economically, politically, cul-
turally and historically significant for Turkey, that is, they represent Turkey’s link
with the rest of Europe. The author places special emphasis on the foreign policy
doctrine of Professor Ahmet Davutoglu, which he views as crucial for Turkey’s
relationship with the Balkans. The author also provides an overview of Turkey’s
relations with the Balkan states, namely Albania, Turkey, Bulgaria, Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Greece, North Macedonia, Serbia and Montenegro.
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It is necessary to point out that the collective monograph dedicated to the
countries of Central and Southeast Europe represents an effort to provide an
overview and analysis of the most important political events and processes that
took place in said countries, which open up new opportunities for researching
important political processes that took place in the previous 30 years and are
characteristic for the entire region, such as the process of building a multi-party
system, transition, Euro-Atlantic integration and foreign policy influences on this,
viewed from the geopolitical standpoint, highly important region.
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
