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Union under the influence of neoliberal economic ideas since the 1980s, and
the new crisis that emerged on the European continent, with its roots traced to
Ukraine and Germany. Ultimately, the author aims to analyze these complex,
decades-long processes to answer the question of how the trade in natural gas has
persisted despite political changes and the deepening geopolitical conflict between
Russia and the European Union. Additionally, he also attempts to predict the un-
certain future of these relations.

In the Introduction, Gustafson explains the fundamental premise of the book:
thirty years after the fall of the Berlin Wall, Europe experienced a new division
and fresh tensions in the East-West relationship, abruptly dispelling hopes from
the 1990s about integrating Russia into the European economy through a peaceful
partnership with a united Europe. Throughout this thirty-year process, natural gas
initially held a central role in connecting Russia and the rest of Europe. However,
the author identifies four fundamental processes that have influenced, and con-
tinue to influence, a drastic change in the role of natural gas in Russian-European
relations. These processes include the collapse of the Soviet Union, the strengthen-
ing and expansion of the European Union, the resurgence of a powerful Russian
state under Vladimir Putin with the aim of restoring Russia’s sphere of influence
in the post-Soviet space, and the emergence of green ideology as a potent polit-
ical force, particularly in Germany. The author places all of these processes in a
specific geopolitical context that has emerged since the mid-2000s: the collision
of the geopolitical interests of the Russian Federation and the European Union in
the post-Soviet area. Within these processes, natural gas, which was once a shared
interest and a factor of stability, has become a point of contention. However, Gus-
tafson prophetically warns at the end of this contextualization of his research that
a peaceful and stable Europe cannot be rebuilt with tanks, threats, and sanctions,
but rather through the pursuit of common interests, primarily economic ones.

Chapter 1, titled Two Worlds of Gas, provides an overview of the development
of the European gas industry from the end of World War II to the 1980s. In the
first part of the chapter, Gustafson discusses the development of the gas industry
in Western Europe, with a particular focus on the Dutch case and the creation of
the so-called Groningen Model. This model served for decades as a blueprint for
concluding natural gas trade agreements and regulating relationships between
private companies and government authorities regarding the control, produc-
tion, distribution, and sale of natural gas. In the second part of the chapter, the
focus shifts to the development of the natural gas industry in the Soviet Union.
In this historical reconstruction, the author demonstrates that significant differ-
ences existed between the two sides of the Berlin Wall from the inception of the
natural gas industry. In essence, there were “two worlds of gas,” and these differ-
ences continued to show in the conflicts in Russian-European natural gas trade
in the subsequent decades.
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The second chapter, The Beginnings of the Gas Bridge, focuses on the begin-
nings of natural gas trade between the Soviet Union, Austria and West Germa-
ny, marking them as crucial turning points for establishing the “gas bridge.” The
author provides a brief background of these negotiations and offers a concise over-
view of the development of West Siberian natural gas fields. Additionally, the chap-
ter discusses the implementation of a new foreign policy course in West Germany,
known as the Ostpolitik, under Chancellor Willy Brandt. Gustafson emphasizes
that Ostpolitik provided the overarching political framework for establishing the
“gas bridge” and continued to be relevant even after the reunification of Germany
and the dissolution of the Soviet Union.

The third chapter, From Optimism to Anxiety, portrays the crisis of the hy-
drocarbon or industrial society caused by the oil shocks of 1973-1974 and 1979,
focusing on the “revolutionary” economic and political changes that occurred
during this period. Within this context, Gustafson attaches particular importance
to the transition to nuclear energy, as well as the rise of anti-nuclear movements
in France and Germany, which became associated with the environmental move-
ment. The author also compares the development of nuclear energy in France and
Germany. Analyzing the reasons that led to the abandonment of nuclear projects
in Germany, he concludes that it created an energy vacuum that had not been com-
pletely filled at the time of writing. Behind these processes, Gustafson examines
the increase in the use of natural gas, noting that it continued to make strides in
the energy structure of European countries due to oil crises.

The fourth chapter, Norway and the Rise of the North Sea, provides a chrono-
logical account of the development of the Norwegian natural gas industry in the
North Sea. The author explains Norway’s success with its unique combination of
state socialism and the private sector, along with a significant contribution from
experts at major international companies. Additionally, the chapter offers a brief
comparison between the Soviet and Norwegian natural gas industries, drawing
parallels with present-day Russia. The general conclusion is that Norway’s sys-
tem of state capitalism was more successful than Russia’s, but Russia has its ad-
vantages, particularly its already-developed Siberian reserves and transition to a
European export model. On the other hand, Norway must focus on exploration
in the inaccessible Barents Sea amid a growing green movement and increasing
societal divisions.

In the fifth chapter, titled Soviet Gas - The Last Hurrah, Gustafson provides
an overview of the development of the Soviet gas industry during the 1970s and
1980s. The focus is on analyzing the institutional development and the relation-
ships among the top-ranking Soviet leaders who shaped the country’s economic
policies. The chapter also discusses the relationship between Leonid Brezhnev
and Alexei Kosygin, as well as the Minister of the Gas Industry, Alexei Kortunov,
and the rest of the Soviet leadership. Gustafson tries to identify the external and
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internal factors that influenced the central position given to natural gas in Soviet
economic policy in the early 1980s, making it the last successful industrial en-
deavor of the Soviet Union.

In the sixth chapter, titled Crossing the Channel — The Neoliberal Tide Reach-
es Brussels, the author concludes the section on the historical development of the
natural gas industry and begins his analysis of the impact of the “neoliberal revo-
lution” on changes in the European economy. The author’s goal in this chapter is to
examine the transmission of neoliberal economic ideas from the Anglo-American
economic-political sphere through Brussels to the entire European continent. This
shift is situated in the period of new euro-enthusiasms, the rise of federalist ideas
about a political union, and the formation of a single European market. As the
key transmitter of these ideas, Gustafson identifies British bureaucrats and diplo-
mats who, through their work and influence in the institutions of the European
Economic Community and later the European Union, primarily the European
Commission, significantly influenced the creation of a single European market
based on neoliberal principles of competition.

The seventh chapter, titled Brussels - Marching to Market, explores the imple-
mentation of neoliberal ideas in the creation of a single European market, with a
particular focus on the activities of the European Commission and its attempts to
implement these ideas in the European natural gas market. Through this analysis,
Gustafson explains the moves of key European institutions and personalities that
aimed to liberalize the gas market of the European Union through Brussels-based
bodies. However, he also discusses the actions of member states and national in-
dustries that successfully resisted these efforts during the 1990s and 2000s. The
author presents the conflict between two principles in the gas industry: the tradi-
tional approach based on long-term contracts and pre-determined prices, embod-
ied in the “Groningen Model”, and the new neoliberal principle that introduced
elements of an open and diversified market. In the end, he briefly examines the
emergence of neoliberal ideas in Russia and analyzes how they were applied to
the reformed Gazprom.

Chapter 8, titled The Battle for Germany, discusses the processes of gas mar-
ket liberalization in Germany. Gustafson first highlights the significance of Ger-
many as the largest consumer and conduit of imported natural gas, reflecting its
economic importance for all of Europe. As a result, Germany became the main
battleground for conflicts about the introduction of new regulatory and business
models promoted by the European Commission. In this context, the author pro-
vides an overview of the “traditional” structure of the German gas industry and
its initial connections with the Russian gas supplier Gazprom, emphasizing that
the Russian-German relations were crucial for the stability of the “gas bridge” be-
tween Europe and Russia. He concludes that the “battle” fought by the European
Commission in Germany was successful, leading to the complete liberalization of
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the German gas market by 2010. However, the author adds that this “battle” is now
spreading to Eastern Europe due to the inclusion of new member states, and in
their case, Russia can no longer remain a silent observer as it had been in Germany.

In the ninth chapter, titled Gazprom Survives and Gets Away, Gustafson pre-
sents an overview of the transformation of the Soviet Ministry of the Gas Indus-
try into the largest Russian energy corporation, Gazprom. This analysis spans
from 1989 until Vladimir Putin’s rise to power and includes a detailed account of
the establishment of the new company, its relationship with the state apparatus,
the struggle to maintain a monopoly in the gas industry, and profiles of the indi-
viduals who facilitated these developments. The author concludes the chapter by
noting that, in the 1990s, Russia was preoccupied with building a new post-Sovi-
et economy based on natural gas, while European countries were undergoing the
process of gas industry liberalization. The deep differences that emerged in this
period would later become one of the causes of future conflict.

In the tenth chapter, Gazprom under Pressure, Gustafson continues his analy-
sis of the Russian natural gas industry, focusing on Gazprom from 2000 onwards.
Specifically, he examines the main processes that affected Gazprom under the
leadership of Alexey Miller due to Vladimir Putin’s efforts to re-centralize the gas
giant. Additionally, the author identifies three main challenges for Gazprom: the
acquisition of new gas fields in the Yamal-Nenets Autonomous Okrug, the impact
of gas industry liberalization in Europe, and the development of the liquefied nat-
ural gas (LNG) and shale gas industries. Through this analysis, the author explains
the different approaches within Gazprom, broadly dividing them into traditional
and progressive streams. Ultimately, he emphasizes that the greatest challenge lies
in the LNG industry and the shale gas revolution in the United States, conclud-
ing that the future of the “gas bridge” will largely depend on the conflict between
Russian “pipeline” gas and American LNG.

In the eleventh chapter, titled Russia and Ukraine - Conflict and Collusion,
Gustafson delves into the dynamics of the natural gas sector in Ukraine and Ger-
many, which he identifies as crucial for the survival of the “gas bridge.” This chap-
ter aims to analyze the overall Russia-Ukraine relations in the natural gas sphere
from the dissolution of the Soviet Union to 2019. The thirty-year period is divided
into three segments, and the author chronologically examines key processes that
have shaped these relations. The analyzed processes include the transition from
barter arrangements to commercial principles in natural gas trade, the deple-
tion of Soviet-era natural gas reserves and subsequent recovery in the late 2000s,
Russia’s efforts to abandon subsidized prices for gas sales in Ukraine and other
European countries, political tensions arising from Russia’s desire to strengthen
its sphere of influence in the post-Soviet space, the initiation of gas market lib-
eralization in Ukraine, and Russia’s aspiration to build new gas pipelines to by-
pass transit through Ukraine. Tracing these processes, the author analyzes the
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complex issues that have shaped the relations between the two countries over sev-
eral decades. Particular attention is paid to the geopolitical shocks of the conflicts
in Crimea and Eastern Ukraine, which have led to political animosity in the cur-
rent relations between the two nations and, consequently, the future of the “gas
bridge.”

In the twelfth chapter, Russian-German Gas Relations, Gustafson presents an
overview of the development of relations between Russia and Germany in the nat-
ural gas sector from the dissolution of the Soviet Union and the reunification of
Germany to 2019. The thirty-year period is divided into two stages: the first spans
from the early 1990s to 2005, and the second from 2005 to the time of writing.
Analyzing the first period, the author concludes that Ostpolitik continues to serve
as a platform for political-economic agreements, characterizing the relations be-
tween Russia and Germany as a strategic partnership. This strategic partnership
is also reflected in gas cooperation, particularly evident in Gazprom’s entry into
the German gas market and significant German investments in Russia’s natural
gas industry. However, the second period is marked by changes in those relations
brought on by various geopolitical and economic factors. The author identifies
the evolution of Russia’s foreign policy and the expansion of its sphere of interest
in the post-Soviet space, the process of European Union enlargement in Eastern
Europe, and the spread of the neoliberal market model as the main factors shaping
the new economic and geopolitical paradigm in Russian-German gas relations.
Ostpolitik is no longer the fundamental platform but a political burden; Brussels,
alongside Berlin, emerges as an important factor in economic relations with Russia.
The author illustrates these processes through the example of agreements related
to the construction and commissioning of the Nord Stream 2 natural gas pipeline,
for which a final agreement had not been reached at the time of writing. In con-
clusion, the author anticipates that security concerns regarding Russian-German
cooperation in the natural gas sector will continue to grow. It remains to be seen
whether geopolitical or commercial concerns will prevail in the relations between
the two countries. The decision-making lever is still in German hands.

In the final thematic chapter, titled Battle Joined, War Averted, Gustafson pro-
vides a brief overview of the investigation conducted by the Directorate-General
for Competition of the European Commission against Gazprom since 2011. The
investigation was focused on the alleged violations of competition rules in Eastern
European countries. Gustafson states that this investigation represents the culmi-
nation of the efforts since the 1980s to create a unified European energy market
based on neoliberal competition laws, which now also apply in Eastern European
states. However, he concludes that, since 2015, Gazprom has shown an incredi-
ble level of flexibility, which resulted in reaching an agreement with the Directo-
rate-General in 2018. This agreement, as of the time of writing, encourages the
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possibility of a gas dialogue between the European Union and Russia, suggesting
that the “gas bridge” has successfully withstood all challenges.

In the Conclusion — The Future of the Gas Bridge, Gustafson provides a brief
overview of the entire research. Summarizing earlier conclusions, Gustafson
acknowledges that the “gas bridge” has successfully withstood all challenges, but
he also raises the question of whether it can survive new ones. He explores two
possibilities based on the common economic interest of European states, geopolit-
ical conflicts, Russia’s export strategy, Ukrainian transit, and the increasing pop-
ularity of green ideologies. However, in both cases, the author seems optimistic
about the survival of the “gas bridge,” with reduced trade being the most adverse
consequence of these factors. Ultimately, he concludes that, despite many changes
and the deepening geopolitical conflicts between Russia and the rest of Europe,
the gas trade has endured, and the “gas bridge” has survived as a shared interest
that has successfully adapted to political, ideological, and economic changes.

In the end, let us briefly consider the scientific value of Gustafson’s work.
Namely, the book The Bridge — Natural Gas in a Redivided Europe represents
a comprehensive chronicle and analysis of Russian-European gas cooperation,
starting from the late 1960s and with the signing of the first agreements between
the Soviet Union and Western European countries. Considering the scope of this
cooperation, it can be concluded that, during the Cold War period, it represented
a unique form of integration of the European continent, in stark contrast to the
political-ideological division that characterized the Cold War order. For this rea-
son, Gustafson’s work represents mandatory reading for all researchers interested
in the energy history of Europe. On the other hand, a significant question mark
hovers above the scientific value of this book in its assessments of the existing en-
ergy relations in Europe because many of Gustafson’s predictions did not materi-
alize because of the war in Ukraine. Namely, The Bridge also represents a notable
contribution to the research of contemporary energy and geopolitical processes
as it provides a detailed analysis of the main trends in Russian and European gas
policies in the past two decades, defining key differences and identifying poten-
tial causes of conflicts that result from them. The Bridge also serves as an indis-
pensable starting point for future research into modern European energy policy
and cooperation.
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
