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1. Theoretical framework

Discussing any political party today on European soil in terms of the established
division into left-wing and right-wing parties is by no means simple. An attempt
to make a precise distinction on the right wing of the political spectrum between
parties of the center-right, far right, radical right and extreme right might be an
even more challenging task. Of course, the roots of right-wing thought go back
to the Middle Ages, but its flourishing and the materialization of its political and
economic conceptions took place in the 20" century. Thus, for example, already
the pre-war thought of Ernst Jiinger theoretically outlines the radical right with-
in the framework of the so-called "conservative revolution" phenomenon he dis-
cussed (‘Hypkosuh, 2019). We should also bear in mind that two extreme poles,
i.e. the extreme left and the extreme right, emerged in Europe at the beginning
of the 20™ century, rising to prominence in the interwar period, as a response to
the traditional system of liberal democracy, seen as uninspiring and unsatisfacto-
ry (Bypxosuh, 2011: 149). For the purposes of this paper, the author has decided
to classify the Portuguese CHEGA as a far-right political party, which warrants
a brief explanation of the conceptual differences between the terms far, extreme
and radical right. Within the far right, Jovo Baki¢ distinguishes right-wing ex-
tremism, with neo-fascism at its core, and right-wing radicalism, which does not
tully correspond to fascism (Baki¢, 2019: 34). The same author, on the other hand,
attributes far more general characteristics to the right in general, such as the in-
sistence on the national, racial and religious homogeneity of society, an uncritical
view of capitalism, a cynical interpretation of international law, and the belief in
the superiority of the nation to which the given right-leaning party or individual
belongs (Baki¢, 2015: 59). Baki¢ also attributes authoritarianism, nationalism and
xenophobia to the far right in general (Baki¢, 2019: 44). It should also be noted
that Baki¢, for example, sees even a fairly moderate party, like the Portuguese So-
cial Democratic Party, as part of the radical right (Baki¢, 2019: 568-569). Dusan
Dostani¢ has challenged this interpretation, arguing that Baki¢ was extremely
ideologically biased in his analysis of the phenomenon of the right in general, re-
ducing the division between the extreme and radical right to the division into open
and covert (only outwardly democratic) xenophobes, racists and fascists, where
the differences between them are by no means essential, but exclusively of a tac-
tical nature (Joctannh, 2019: 289-290). Misa Durkovi¢ calls the new European
right, which includes Fidesz in Hungary, Law and Justice in Poland, Lega in Italy,
the Freedom Party of Austria in Austria and others the new radical right, which
opposes illegal migration and the decline of traditional family relationships and
values and wants to restore sovereignty to their respective countries but is increas-
ingly moving away from pro-Russian to pro-NATO positions (BHypkosuh, 2022:
133). Dostani¢ recognizes the extreme right, for example, in Germany's violent
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neo-Nazi parties and movements, but notes that these are marginal groups that
do not pose a serious threat because their political influence is insignificant and
places the Alternative for Germany in the so-called new right because it calls for
a strictly controlled migrant policy (but not its cancellation or radical change),
protecting family values, balanced relations with Russia in the field of foreign pol-
icy, and safeguarding the German Christian religious and cultural identity from
political Islam. Finally, he describes this party, a paradigmatic example of the new
European right, as far from dangerous (Dostani¢, 2020: 237-270).

Roger Eatwell, a distinguished scholar of 20™-century right-wing thought,
wrote in the late 1990s about the awakening of the political influence of radical
and far-right European political parties, predicting their future success. He saw the
British National Front, the French National Rally and the British National Party as
typical examples, attributing to them authoritarianism, populism, extremism, na-
tionalism and even racism (Eatwell, 1998: 3-17). He describes a range of European
political parties, such as the Freedom Party of Austria and the Swiss People's Party
in Switzerland, as extremely right-wing, primarily because of their sympathy for
Nazism or covert anti-Semitism and also because of their fierce opposition to the
influx of migrants and the concept of a multicultural society in general (Eatwell,
2000: 407). When it comes to the radical right today, Eatwell sees a charismatic
attitude towards voters and politics in general as one of its foundations, devoting
an entire chapter to the analysis of this phenomenon (Eatwell, 2018: 251-268). The
Russian scholar Stanislav Byshok (Cranucnas beimok) characterizes the parties
of the new European right as contemporary European traditionalists whose aim
is to create the so-called New Europe, based on a traditional ideology that in-
cludes the protection of family values, public morality, the Christian heritage of
the Old Continent, the preservation of the sovereignty of European nations, the
fight against alienated European bureaucracy and neoliberal elites, but also a sig-
nificantly different, i.e., more positive and constructive attitude towards Russia,
which is why European leftists consider the ideology of contemporary European
traditionalists to be “European Putinism” (bsirrok, 2017).

Distinguishing between the far right, the radical right and the extreme right
is no easy task. They are often used as synonyms, although there are certainly dif-
ferences between them. Thus, on the website of the Anti-Defamation League, one
of the oldest and most influential organizations that deal with the fight against
hate, which is considered quite left-liberal, the far right and the radical right are
used synonymously and described as more radical than commonly understood
conservatism. Anti-abortion policy, anti-immigrant and anti-Islamic sentiments
and ideas, etc., are mentioned as their main characteristics. On the other hand,
the website explains that the far right can be synonymous with the extreme right,
but that there are still other interpretations that imply that the far right includes
certain aspects of mainstream conservatism and is, as such, considered not only a
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more vague but also a less apt term than the extreme or radical right (ADF, 2017).
Dusan Dostanic believes that right-wing has long become an extremely derogatory
term, at least from the point of view of left-liberal intellectual and political circles
that approach it in a biased and unscholarly manner. These circles even reject clas-
sifications and nuances within the right, where, for example, radical right-wingers
see themselves as more moderate than extreme right-wingers, but also potential
extreme right-wingers in the future, and every form of right-wing politics (and
especially electoral victories) is understood as a dangerous threat, often approach-
ing the phenomenon of the right-wing through reductio ad Hitlerum, as noted by
Leo Strauss). At best, according to Dostanic¢, in today’s mainstream media one can
talk about the difference between the moderate on the one hand and the radical or
extreme right on the other (locranuh, 2022). Anders Ravik Jupskas and Iris Beau
Segers from the University of Oslo describe the extreme right as a political option
whose core is anti-democratic opposition to equality, racism, xenophobia, exclusiv-
ist nationalism, authoritarianism, but also various conspiracy theories (Ravik Jup-
skas & Segers, 2020). Jovo Bakic¢ classifies both extreme and radical right-wingers
under the umbrella term of the far right, making a distinction between the radical
and extreme right, but not recognizing the distinctive characteristics of the far right
itself (Baki¢, 2019: 33). Daphne Halikiopoulou from the University of Reading says
that: “However, the term “far right” tends to subsume a broad range of parties and
groups that differ significantly in agenda and policy - especially economic and
welfare policies — as well as the extent to which they support and employ violence.
This category includes both parties that have moderated their agendas, distancing
themselves from fascism in order to appeal to broader electorates; and vigilante
street groups and extreme parties which employ violence, such as the Greek Golden
Dawn (GD), the English Defence League (EDL), Britain First and the Italian Casa
Pound.” (Halikiopoulou, 2018).

I argue that in the case of the Portuguese CHEGA, one should not succumb
to the temptation of using left-liberal mainstream representations of this party as
extreme or even fascist. Noting that it does not call for any violence, nor does it
glorify fascist or Nazi ideology, as well as that it accepts parliamentary democracy
as the only arena of political struggle, I believe that CHEGA is best described as
a far-right party, certainly part of the new European right. As will be explained
in more detail later, CHEGA is indeed xenophobic, anti-immigrant, anti-Islamic,
and, to a certain extent, even misogynistic, and it is difficult to place on the right-
wing as commonly understood in the Western civilization but on the other hand,
it can hardly be labeled an extremely right-wing or even a fascist party.
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2. Portugal: the political, social and economic context

Portugal, a country that traditionally belongs to the Western civilization, is the
well-integrated in the European Union as a political and economic community
and NATO as a security alliance. Portugal’s path to democracy, democratic in-
stitutions, and the rule of law, as a fundamental value landmark, was not without
challenges. The beginning of the 20" century was a tumultuous time for this for-
mer colonial power: in 1910, the monarchy was overthrown, and the Republic of
Portugal was proclaimed, only the third in Europe (after France and Switzerland).
Instead of prosperity, the First Portuguese Republic brought internal political fric-
tions and economic instability. After its collapse followed a long right-wing dicta-
torship from 1927 to 1974, which was marked by the rule of Anténio de Oliveira
Salazar, who established a totalitarian regime rooted in Portuguese ultra-nation-
alism, ultra-Roman Catholicism, Lusitanian integralism (Integralismo Lusitano),
and neo-colonialism and known as the "New State" (Estado Novo). The Salazar-
ist regime was so entrenched in its own political and economic isolationism that
it believed that. in the second half of the 20th century, in the midst of the global
decolonization process, it could keep its colonies in Africa and Southeast Asia,
which is why the Portuguese Colonial War broke out in 1961 in Angola, Mozam-
bique and Guinea-Bissau, leading to the loss of Portugal’s African colonies in the
mid-1970s (ITerposuh, 2021: 28-29).

The turning point in Portugal’s political history of the 20" century, which
marked the beginning of the country’s true Europeanization, came on April 25,
1974, when the Carnation Revolution (Revolucdo dos Cravos) broke out. The Por-
tuguese army carried out a military coup, supported by the disaffected masses on
the streets, toppling Marcello Caetano, Salazar's successor. Exactly one year later,
the first democratic elections were held in Portugal, and the country implemented
increasingly important political, social and economic reforms until 1986, meet-
ing the requirements to become a full member of the European Union together
with neighboring Spain on January 1 of that year. On the other hand, Portugal
was one of the founding countries of NATO in 1949, which, at least in terms of
security, represented an important aspect of its integration into the system of the
collective West. Today, almost fifty years after the beginning of the Portuguese
transition and democratization, Portugal is among the developed, although not
the most developed, countries in Europe and the world. With its 10 million inhab-
itants, Portugal is a highly urbanized country with a life expectancy of 81 years,
spending about 5% of its GDP on education, with a GDP per capita of US$29,000,
a workforce of over 5 million, but also with economic problems and challenges
primarily reflected in its high public debt (126% of GDP) and unemployment rate
(7%), with the unemployment rate among the young being particularly high -
about 24% (Central Intelligence Agency, 2020: 4004-4016).
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3. The dominant Portuguese political parties
and the results of previous election cycles

For decades, two political parties have replaced each other in Portugal - the So-
cialist Party (Partido Socialista), a center-left party, and the Social Democrat-
ic Party (Partido Social Democrata), a center-right party. Besides these two, the
moderately right-wing People's Party (Partido Popular) also had some success in
the parliamentary, presidential and European elections. Accordingly, Portugal is
traditionally considered a politically stable country where moderate options al-
ternate in power, where the extreme right is unable to achieve significant political
results, and where the extreme left is open to compromise and cooperation with
other political actors (ITerposuh, 2019: 118).

The Socialist Party is one of the oldest and most powerful Portuguese po-
litical parties and now serves as the backbone of the ruling coalition. In its long
history, having played an important role in the affirmation of workers' rights and
the broader democratization of the country, the Socialist Party transformed over
time from a party of the classical left into a party of the moderate left. Abandon-
ing classic Marxist positions after the collapse of Salazar's dictatorship, the Por-
tuguese socialists embarked on a path of Europeanization of their party, firmly
supporting political pluralism, inclusivity, and Portugal's European integrations
(ITerposmuh, 2019: 126).

The Social Democratic Party is currently the second-strongest political party
in Portugal and the leading opposition party. Interestingly, this party was found-
ed after the Carnation Revolution in 1974 as a party of the moderate left, but, re-
flecting the political supply and demand on the Portuguese political scene, it soon
transformed into a center-right party, i.e., a party that stands for liberal conserv-
atism and Christian democracy. In recent years, however, the Social Democratic
Party has seen a trend of returning to its ideological roots, i.e., social democracy
(ITerposmuh, 2019: 126).

The People's Party is a Christian Democratic, conservative and nationalist
right-wing political party with neoliberal economic views. As particularly impor-
tant political values, the Portuguese nationalists highlight security, family values,
rural traditions and the like (ITerposuh, 2019: 126).

The Left Bloc (Bloco de Esquerda) was founded in 1999. It is one of the young-
er parties on the Portuguese political scene, uniting several Marxist, socialist and
revolutionary political movements and smaller parties. Among current political
topics, the Left Bloc focuses on so-called post-materialist issues, while two decades
ago, it was strongly anti-capitalist (Ilerposuh, 2019: 127).

The Portuguese Communist Party (Partido Comunista Portugués) has an ex-
tremely important place in Portugal’s political life because it is the oldest still active
political party in the country. The Portuguese Communist Party, as the protector
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of the working class, reached its political peak in the first years after the fall of the
Salazar dictatorship. Today, this party is in a coalition with the Ecologist Party
and focuses on so-called left-liberal topics (Ilerposuh, 2019: 127).

The tables below present the results of the last two electoral cycles of presiden-

tial, parliamentary and European elections in Portugal.

4. CHEGA: the origin, development and ideology
of the Portuguese far right

One of the youngest Portuguese political parties is CHEGA (CHEGA!), founded
in April 2019 by André Ventura, a relatively young and controversial politician.
Ventura was a civil servant employed in the tax system and a promising academic
who defended his doctoral dissertation on the protection of minorities in 2013.
Paradoxically, just a few years later, his political activism focused on topics such
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as anti-migrant and anti-Romani policies, the alleged Islamization of Portugal,
and the like, and it has yet to move away from these issues. The example of An-
dré Ventura highly personal as it may be, shows that, regardless of his previously
held views and educational background, xenophobia and populism are unavoid-
able segments in the political activity of the Portuguese far right, which is also
the case with the far right throughout the Old Continent. CHEGA, which literally
means “Enough!” in Portuguese, built its ideological platform precisely by emu-
lating right-wing forces in other European countries, such as the Spanish Vox,
the French National Rally, the Italian Lega, the Hungarian Fidesz, etc. This is not
at all surprising given that all of these parties employ identical patterns in their
ideological platforms, political communication and relations with voters. Far-
right European parties insist on topics such as the fight against illegal migration
from the Middle East and Africa to the European continent, the fight against the
Islamization of Europe, i.e. the preservation of its Christian culture and identity,
intolerance towards the Romani (in a smaller number of cases, such as, for exam-
ple, the Hungarian movement Jobbik), the fight against ever-growing European
integration and the so-called European bureaucracies and pleading for a “Eu-
rope of sovereign nations” and the fight against so-called left-liberal ideas in the
family, social and political sphere (Petrovi¢, 2018: 106-115). Of course, there are
differences between CHEGA and other European far-right parties and, generally
speaking, it is difficult to generalize the values of European far-right parties. For
example, the label of xenophobia tends to be employed lightly, often to parties
that only stand for consistent compliance with the constitution and legislation on
immigration, i.e. they are against the uncritical and uncontrolled admission of
migrants into their countries and not in favor of banning migrants from entering
them. These parties often insist on distinguishing between migrants from war-
torn areas (Syria, Ukraine, etc.) and so-called economic migrants.

The current political program of CHEGA was adopted in 2021. The introduc-
tion states that this party was founded to restore the very core of Portuguese de-
mocracy. In the first part of the program, however, we already find the ideological
nucleus of CHEGA: an insistence on the primacy of morality and self-responsi-
bility as essential value frameworks of the Portuguese, European and Western
civilization. Morality and self-responsibility in the Portuguese state and society
should be based on the millennia-long Judeo-Christian tradition in the religious
sense, and in the intellectual sense, on the ancient, i.e. Greco-Roman heritage. The
CHEGA program insists on both social (public) morality and individual morality
as necessary prerequisites for collective prosperity. Interestingly, this document,
among other things, condemns Bolshevik communist and the revolutionary ide-
as and values of the October Revolution of 1917, which are perceived as extremely
dangerous for established Portuguese and European social, political and econom-
ic values. CHEGA perceives these and similar ideas as nothing more than social
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dystopias. On the other hand, CHEGA insists on liberal democracy in the political
arena and neoliberalism in the economic sphere. It is declaratively attached to the
modern civil culture, which is rooted the principle of separation of powers, as well
as freedom of thought, expression and association. Among other things, CHEGA
advocates for full sovereignty to be restored to the Portuguese state, a wide range of
right-wing, i.e. conservative and nationalist values, the promotion of family values
and a pro-birth policy, a responsible and limited immigration policy, sustainable
economic development, environmental protection and numerous other values and
principles that can be found in the programs of almost all contemporary political
parties throughout Europe (CHEGA, 2021).

In the wider Portuguese public, however, CHEGA is far better known for rad-
ical and controversial views of its high-ranking officials, above all André Ventura.
Thus, when it comes to immigrants from Muslim countries, Ventura advocates the
introduction of quotas, regretfully noting that when visiting the outskirts of Euro-
pean cities like Brussels, Paris or London, you feel as if you were in Saudi Arabia
(Move Aveiro, 2021). Ventura is also known for his extremely intolerant attitude
towards the Romani community in Portugal, which is vilified in far right-wing
Portuguese circles as work-shy and a parasite on the back of the Portuguese social
system. In 2020, Ventura was fined by the Portuguese Commission for Equali-
ty and Against Racial Discrimination for publicly expressing such views, which
were perceived as an outpouring of ethnic hatred (The Portugal News, 2020). Just
like many other European far-rightists, Ventura is known for his fight against the
feminist narrative. Thus, during the 2021 presidential election campaign, Ventura
took a step further towards misogyny and insulted candidate Marisa Matias just
because she wore red lipstick. This caused such an outrage in Portuguese feminist
circles that the slogan “#VermelhoEmBelem” (red in Belem) quickly spread on
social networks and subsequently led to the formation of the feminist movement
“Red Lipstick” (Caldeira & Machado, 2023: 1). Ventura proved that he supports
networking and unity of the far right and like-minded parties and movements
at the international level, especially among Lusophone countries, when he called
the newly elected left-wing president of Brazil, Luiz Indcio Lula da Silva, a bandit
while endorsing the former far-right Brazilian president Jair Bolsonaro.

5. Why did CHEGA rise?

CHEGA has existed for less than four years and, in that short time, managed to
achieve two notable election results — first in the parliamentary elections in 2019,
when it won one parliamentary seat in a "baptism of fire", and in 2023, when it
won twelve seats in the Parliament, thus becoming the third political force in the
country. This exceptional election result was not a coincidence but a result of its
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growing support, as attested by the fact that its candidate won almost 500,000
votes in the 2021 presidential elections, i.e. 12% of the total number of voters, com-
ing third in the presidential elections. Accordingly, it seems reasonable to ask why
Portugal, after several decades of resisting the wave of the extreme right that swept
over many European countries, eventually succumbed to it and got a respectable
political force like CHEGA? We believe that there are several causes that explain
the rise of CHEGA, which are related not only to the narrow Portuguese, but also
to the wider European context and political trends.

The first reason should be sought in the economic crisis of 2008, from which
Portugal never truly recovered. Ten years after joining the European Union, this
country began to feel the full benefits of its membership in the “big European
family”. From 1995 to 2001, Portugal recorded an average annual growth rate of
3.5%, and GDP growth from 2002 to 2007 was 1.1% per year. In 2002, Portugal
became a member of the Eurozone, hoping that adopting the new European cur-
rency would make it easier to service external debts and attract foreign invest-
ments. The outbreak of the world economic crisis in 2008, however, had devastat-
ing consequences for the Portuguese economy. Already in 2009, there was a drop
in the value of exports by 10.2%, and imports by 9.9%. In 2010, the Portuguese
government adopted fiscal consolidation measures, but that program was unsuc-
cessful, and in 2011, Lisbon had to ask the financial institutions of the European
Union for help (Afonso & Verdial, 2019: 7-9). Over time, the financial situation
stabilized, but we must not lose sight of the fact that the crisis was most intensely
felt by the middle and underprivileged classes, which have yet to fully recover f.
Thus, the unemployment rate in Portugal reached 17.6% in 2013, with only Spain
and Greece ahead of it (Al Jazeera, 2013). The outbreak of the Covid-19 pandem-
ic at the beginning of 2020, and then the outbreak of war in Ukraine two years
later, brought an additional threat to the financial stability and sustainability of
the Portuguese economy. Portugal managed to achieve a GDP growth of 6.7% in
2022, but it is predicted to fall to 1% in 2023 or 1.2% in 2024. Inflation has already
reached 8.3% in 2022, where the general increase in prices especially affects the
poorest sections of the population. In addition to food and energy prices, there
has also been an increase in taxes and other administrative expenditures by the
state, and individuals and companies are already being asked to reduce energy use
where possible (OECD, 2022). In such a climate, CHEGA did very well with its
populist slogans about the Brussels bureaucracy that takes money from the Por-
tuguese never to return it, criticism of the unsustainability of the welfare system
(whose biggest beneficiaries are actually targeted marginalized groups), which has
to be served by hard-working Portuguese workers, and their fierce attacks on the
economic policy of the ruling Socialist Party, especially during the restrictions
imposed by the Government of Portugal in the sphere of trade during the Cov-
id-19 pandemic (Cofina media, 2021).
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The second reason is the fatigue in a significant part of the Portuguese elector-
ate, which is tired of the two traditionally ruling parties, the Socialist Party and
the Social Democratic Party. From 1981 until today, those two parties replaced
each other in power (almost legally taking turns), and Portugal could truly be seen
as a two-party system in practice. Over time, those two parties started to increas-
ingly resemble each other, primarily in their acceptance of the official political,
economic and security narratives of the European Union, as well as their broader
adoption of left-liberal values and insistence on postmodern themes such as envi-
ronmental protection, digital transformation, climate change, gender policy and
other inclusive policies. Topics such as Portuguese nationalism and sovereignty, the
attitude toward Portuguese history through different perceptions of justifying or
condemning colonialism, and especially the view of Salazar's era were truly taboo.
In this sense, the appearance of CHEGA, which is proud of Portuguese history,
openly talks about an alleged Muslim invasion of Europe, puts a premium on the
role of the family, the church and the state in the life of the individual and puts the
Portuguese and Portugal first, was indeed refreshing for voters on the right side
of the political spectrum who, above all, no longer recognized their true political
representative in the Social Democratic Party.!

The third reason is related to the rise of xenophobia both in Portugal and in
the European Union in general. According to United Nations data from 2019, be-
fore the Covid-19 pandemic, around 888,000 immigrants lived in Portugal, which
makes up 8.6% of the country's population. The largest number of immigrants
come from Angola (159,000), followed by Brazil (136,000) and France (92,000),
and then from Mozambique (71,000) and Cape Verde (60,500) (Datosmacro.com,
2019). It is, therefore, mainly a Lusophone but also a dark-skinned population from
the former Portuguese colonies which, despite speaking the same language as the
Portuguese and mostly belonging to the Roman Catholic Church and the same
cultural circle as the Portuguese, are still subject to discrimination by some right-
wing and ultra-nationalist circles in this European country. The leader of CHEGA,
André Ventura, is known as a fierce xenophobe who has no qualms about calling
immigrants in Portugal idlers who take advantage of state benefits. For instance,
in the Portuguese Parliament, he once told Katar Moreira, an MP of the left-wing
Free Party, born in the former Portuguese colony of Guinea-Bissau, to return to
the country from which she came, which met with fierce condemnation from the

1 According to the author, the Social Democratic Party cannot be considered a right-wing po-
litical option for a long time. Just as in the case of the People's Party (Partido Popular) in Spain,
which is supposedly considered a party of the "classic right", the Social Democratic Party does
not resist the systematic destruction of traditional and family values in Portuguese society,
LGBT ideology and genderization, aggressive feminism, abortion etc. From that point of view,
if the Social Democratic Party and the People's Party are "moderately right-wing" parties, then,
compared to them, CHEGA and Vox are really far right parties.
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Portuguese public (France 24, 2020). The xenophobia and racism of the members
of CHEGA, however, seem most intense in the case of the Romani, of whom there
are only about 50,000 in Portugal. They accuse the Romani of being work-shy and
living oft welfare, crime and other alleged abuses. Moreover, during the Covid-19
crisis, CHEGA proposed the creation of a special plan for dealing with the Rom-
ani, which would only apply to Romani communities in Portugal. The Romani
community, on the other hand, has for years feared additional discrimination in
their daily life due to such actions, which are now being proposed by the third
most powerful political party in Portugal (France 24, 2022).

The fourth reason behind the rise of CHEGA is the almost complete domi-
nance of left-wing ideas and feminism at Portuguese universities’ and in the me-
dia, where they for decades had no barrier, or counterbalance. The Portuguese left
stands for a range of issues that traditional Portuguese right-wingers see as unac-
ceptable - abortion’, euthanasia*, same-sex marriages and right of adoption for
same-sex couples, fundamental secularization and atheism of the state and socie-
ty, etc. Just as in Spain after the death of the authoritarian ruler Francisco Franco
in 1975, so in Portugal after the fall of the Salazar regime in 1974, the left-liberal
elites of that time slowly took the helm in practically all spheres of society, with
every attempt by the right to resist the destruction of traditional family values and
patterns of social behavior were initially characterized as an attempt to return to
Salazarism, which pushed the Portuguese right, both theoretically and practically,
towards the center of the political spectrum. Identity issues (historical, national,
religious, gender, etc.) have also become a very important field of struggle between
the left-liberal elites and those who see them traditionally. Absolute criticism of

2 For instance, at the Faculty of Arts and Humanities at the University of Coimbra, the oldest
Portuguese university founded in 1290, there is a postgraduate program called Feminist
Studies (Estudos Feministas), which focuses on Women’s Studies/Gender Studies (Bebiano
& Duarte, 2023).

31n 2007, Portugal adopted the Law on Abortion, which allows abortion up to 10 weeks of
pregnancy regardless of the motive (the law proposal was previously approved at a referendum
in the same year). Radical feminists, however, are advocating that the law should be changed
to remove any restrictions on performing abortion. On the other hand, the general impression
is that the campaign of right-wing parties and the Roman Catholic Church against the Law
on Abortion was rather soft (Monteiro, 2012: 587-602).

4The question of legalizing euthanasia has caused a storm in the Portuguese public in the last
few years. Like in the case of the law on abortion and same-sex marriage, left-wing parties
supported the idea of decriminalizing euthanasia, while right-wing parties, especially CHEGA,
oppose such attempts. First, the Law on Euthanasia was adopted in the Portuguese parliament
in January 2021, but Portuguese president Marcelo Rebelo da Souza refused to sign it twice
because he disagreed with it. Finally, the Portuguese Constitutional Court rejected this law
twice, the last time at the end of January 2023. However, this only briefly ended the debate on
this important issue, as the left-wing forces in the parliament are expected to start drafting a
new text of the law on euthanasia (The Brussels Times, 2023).
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Portuguese colonialism, denouncing the idea of Portugal as a nation-state of the
Portuguese people rooted in their common origin, language and historical ex-
perience, constant attacks on the Roman Catholic Church’, and systematic and
aggressive feminization of society, with the branding of the white, Christian man
as a retrograde element - these are some of the basic views of Portuguese left-1ib-
eral promoters on identity issues. In such a context, it is quite logical that the base
of hard Portuguese traditionalists eagerly welcomed a party like CHEGA, which,
we can safely say, was the first to defend the Portuguese nation, tradition, identity
and culture after several decades.

6. Conclusion

Until a few years ago, the premise about so-called "Iberian exceptionalism", that
is, the resistance of Spain and Portugal to the growth of far-right populist political
parties, which was noticeable in all other European countries, seemed plausible. It
was a somewhat unusual fact, considering that the two countries were right-wing
dictatorships with elements of fascism, racism and neo-colonialism until only
about 50 years ago. In both countries, there was a sudden rise of extreme right-
wing political options for similar reasons — a decline in trust in the established
political elite, the economic crisis, the rise of xenophobia, etc. There is no doubt
that CHEGA used the post-pandemic moment as a culmination of general dissat-
isfaction to its political advantage, with its inconsistent populist rhetoric adapt-
ed to different needs and different target groups (Pimenta, Gongalves y Ztuquete,
2022: 1). Xenophobia also played an important role in the birth and rise of the
Portuguese far right, where CHEGA cunningly and extremely superficially used
the alleged contrast between "good and hard-working Portuguese Europeans", on
the one hand, and the "Romani, Afro-Portuguese and Portuguese anti-fascists"
on the other, who are idlers that only exploit the former (Garcia Jaramillo, 2021:
vii). Due to its political style and behavior, the topics it deals with and the way it
communicates with voters, CHEGA is rightfully among the parties that are char-
acterized not only as far right, but also as populist, authoritarian and nativist in

5'The latest in the series is the general campaign these days against the Roman Catholic Church
due to allegations that around 5,000 children were sexually abused by priests in the last few
decades. Although the Portuguese bishops have expressed regret about it and announced the
removal from church service of those involved in such atrocities (even Pope Francis issued a
special instruction on the matter), the brutal media campaign against the Roman Catholic
Church continues, where in the last few weeks the front pages of most of the most widely read
daily newspapers, as well as the portals of television stations (including the public service -
Radio e Televisdo de Portugal) are filled with texts against the church, clergy and bishops
(RTP, 2023).
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nature (Mendes, 2022: 329 ). It remains to be seen whether CHEGA will manage
to stand the test of time and evolve into an established political party and Portu-
gal into a truly multi-party system in practice. The strengthening of left-liberal
political ideas, feminism, but also Eurofanaticism in the public sphere, media and
universities will certainly favor the growth of CHEGA as the only barrier against
such processes in Portugal.
