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1. Introduction

The unprecedented economic, political, cultural, and other sanctions imposed by
Western countries on Russia, alongside the de facto proxy war between NATO and
Russia in Ukraine, were expected to strain the Russian Federation to a breaking
point. As widely portrayed in Western mainstream media, the anticipated outcome
ranged from regime change to possible disintegration of the Russian state, not un-
like the collapse of the Soviet Union. Yet three years after Moscow launched what
it has dubbed the Special Military Operation (CrieninasibHasi BOoeHHas orleparus
- SMO), the Russian Federation has neither collapsed nor seen a change in gov-
ernment. Opinion polls from the Levada Center (2025a) show President Vladimir
Putin’s approval rating at 87% as of April 2025—slightly up from 85% in April
2022—while 72% of Russians report that the Western sanctions cause them no
concern, compared to 53% in 2022 (Levada Center, 2025b). At the same time, sup-
port for the government and the military campaign in Ukraine remains strong
across the population. The emigration of over one million citizens, many from
urban, pro-Western demographics, has not been numerically or socially signifi-
cant enough to weaken meaningfully overall public backing for the state’s poli-
cies (Snegovaya, 2024). At the same time, there are accounts that applications for
military service among Russian citizens have increased, likely due to substantial
financial incentives offered by the state (Harward et al., 2025).

As Russia became increasingly isolated from what its leadership terms the “Col-
lective West” and engaged in the territory of Ukraine in what Moscow sees as a
limited, expeditionary military operation, a renewed focus on patriotism, unity, and
traditional values emerged in the country. These developments, however, are not
spontaneous. As this research will demonstrate, they are the product of more than
two decades of state-driven efforts to instil patriotic education and upbringing, as
well as to reinforce traditional values among the Russian population, in opposi-
tion to the liberal values and lifestyles typically associated with the Western world.

The aim of this research is to determine how the process of patriotization
is unfolding in Russian society in the context of the post-2022 escalation of the
Ukrainian conflict. The novelty of this paper lies in its focus on the process of
patriotization in Russia during an ongoing crisis, as well as in drawing the atten-
tion of the Serbian scholarly community to the term “patriotization”, which has
so far rarely been the subject of research in Serbian scholarship. The methodology
used in this research includes content analysis applied to official documents and
media materials, as well as comparative analysis. The case-study method, or the
study of precedents and examples, was employed to analyze specific developments
in Russia and relevant legal documents in the post-2022 context. The primary and
secondary sources used in this research include relevant academic literature, such
as research articles and books, as well as legal documents, media reports, and gen-
eral information gathered from reliable online platforms.
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2. Theoretical Foundations - Eurasianism, Fourth Political Theory,
World Majority

In this research, we will come across concepts such as “Eurasianism,” “patrioti-
zation,” “Pivot to the East,” and “World Majority.” Since the focus here is on de-
velopments within the Russian Federation, it seems reasonable to consider the
political ideas of contemporary Russian thinkers who have reflected on Russia’s
global position and internal organization. While there is no direct confirmation
in official documents that the views of these scholars shaped state policy, some
of their key ideas seem to align, at least in part, with those promoted by Russia’s
political leadership.

Perhaps the most prominent contemporary representative of the concept of
“Eurasianism” is Aleksandr Gelyevich Dugin (Anexcanpp I'enbeBud [Iyrus),
whose views can help us better understand the potential ideological backdrop
behind some of official Russia’s current policies, particularly those concerning
its internal structure, regional status, and global role. For Dugin, world history
represents a confrontation of economic, geopolitical, ethnic, and religious actors,
interconnected with one another, in which Russia plays a central role. At the same
time, Russia stands at the core of the confrontation with the “Collective West,”
and the current escalation in relations between Russia and the West, including the
military confrontation, is not accidental but well-founded (I'yneckmit 2022, 144).

Building on the foundations of Nikolai Sergeyevich Trubetskoy’s (Hukomait
Cepreesuy Tpy6enkoir) concept of Eurasianism, Dugin is considered one of
the most prominent Russian representatives of the “neo-Eurasianist” school of
thought. Drawing on H. J. Mackinder’s theory, he refers to Russia as the Heart-
land—a geographical space where the East and West converge, resulting in unique
forms of economy and culture, and symbolizing the principle of global multipo-
larity (Ky6acoBa, 2024: 224). Thus, the geographical position of the state—Rus-
sia-Eurasia as a geopolitical entity—determines its culture, economic activity, and
strategic orientation. At the same time, Dugin sees Russia as a land of “communal
spirit,” where individual interests are subordinated to the collective interests of
society and the state, which uphold values such as justice, brotherhood, solidar-
ity, etc. (Ibid.).

Further, Dugin sees Russia as the bearer of an original identity with its own
historical and cultural features, destined to follow a particular civilizational path.
This includes the revival of the Russian people, the prioritization of their spiritual
and material well-being, and the rejection of chauvinism or ethnic superiority
(Ucaesa, 2019).

Another notable element of Dugin’s thought is the Fourth Political Theory,
which offers an ideological framework for understanding the current civiliza-
tional conflict. In Dugin’s view, the three dominant political ideologies of the
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20th century: 1. Liberalism (both classical and contemporary); 2. Communism
(in its Marxist and social-democratic forms); and 3. Fascism (including National
Socialism and other “third-way” movements like Franco’s national syndicalism,
Perén’s “Justicialism” and Salazar’s regime in Portugal), are now largely obsolete
and no longer reflect the political and economic realities of the modern world. In
response, Dugin proposes a Fourth Political Theory, which rests on the princi-
ple of the multiplicity of development paths for nations and peoples. According
to this view, each civilization possesses its own semantic structure, autonomous
development paradigm, and a unique civilizational code that cannot be reduced
to universal models (Manbiit & I'yces, 2024: 20).

In this theoretical framework, a central role is given to the notion of “Tradi-
tion”—not merely as a set of customs, but as a metaphysical current that shapes
the civilizational identity and worldview (Logos) of peoples. Dugin positions this
“Tradition” in stark contrast to modern liberal individualism and technocentric
rationalism, viewing it as the spiritual underpinnings of a society capable of re-
sisting globalist homogenization. This perspective helps explain why the Russian
state, in its contemporary policies, seeks to elevate tradition, myth, and collec-
tive identity as pillars of both domestic cohesion and international positioning
(Poxxkos, 2021: 495-499).

Besides Dugin, two other contemporary Russian scholars are pertinent to
this discussion: Sergey Alexandrovich Karaganov (Cepreit AmexcaHipoBud
Kaparanos) and Fyodor Alexandrovich Lukyanov (Pénop Anexcangposuy
JIykpsinoB), who are not only prominent academic figures but also well-known
thinkers and commentators on Russia’s current internal dynamics and foreign
policy direction.

In his writings and interviews, Karaganov (2023) asserts that the current Rus-
sian elites, economic, intellectual, or even political, have not yet become fully aware
that Russia’s possibility to integrate into the Western rule-based order is effectively
over in the post-2022 reality. He believes that Russia, as a unique civilization and
sovereign state, is moving away from the Euro-Atlantic civilization in its modern
form, which is undergoing an irreversible process of self-destruction (KaparaHnos,
2023). Karaganov advocates for social mobilization within Russia, emphasizing
the need for the “final nationalization of the Russian elites, the displacement of
comprador and pro-Western elements and sentiments,” and the rejection of “cul-
tural and intellectual Westernization, the habit of perceiving events through the
prism of Western sources of information, (and) relying on assessments and theo-
ries coming from the West” (Kaparanos, 2022).

Karaganov calls upon the Russian intellectual elites to work intensively “on
decolonizing consciousness, moving away from foreign policy, cultural, and infor-
mational orientation toward the West” (Ibid.). However, this does not mean that
the Russian intellectual elites should move towards aggressive anti-Westernism,
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but towards the “World Majority” (MupoBoe 6onbmnHcTBO) — Asia, Africa, and
Latin America (Ibid.). Karaganov and his colleagues, such as Dmitri Vitalyevich
Trenin (JImutpnit BuranpeBuu Tpenun) and Alexander Mikhailovich Kramaren-
ko (Anexcannp Muxaitnosuu Kpamapenxo), define the “World Majority” as “the
totality of non-Western countries of the world that are not included in binding
relations with the United States and the organizations under its patronage”, see-
ing BRICS and, to some extent, the Shanghai Cooperation Organisation as the
“vanguard of the World Majority” (Yepuenko, 2023).

In terms of internal social policies, Karaganov believes that for Russia to sur-
vive, several new processes within the country should be initiated, including the
militarization of society or, verbatim, “society’s development of a defensive con-
sciousness, readiness to defend the Fatherland, including with arms. The ‘snow-
flakes’ in our society should melt, and its warriors should multiply” (Karaganov,
2024a). At the same time, Karaganov writes that Russia should continue to develop
internationalism and cultural and religious openness. This should be reflected in
education, focusing on the study of the languages, culture, and life of the “rising
powers and civilizations of Asia, Africa, and Latin America” (Ibid.).

Karaganov also calls for the promotion of conservative values not only with-
in Russian society but as part of a broader civilizational mission—spearheading
what he calls the “overwhelming majority of humanity that supports these values”
(KaparaHos, 2024b). He calls for resistance against what he terms the “aggressive
LGBT movement and ultrafeminism,” which he characterizes as “post-human or
even anti-human” and not representative of any “normal stage in social evolution”
(Kaparanos, 2024b).

In his vision for a future state ideology, Karaganov sketches a value system
rooted in spiritual development, service to the community and state, cultural plu-
ralism, and civilizational mission. Its core principles include national unity across
Russia’s diverse ethnic groups; rejection of Western individualism and hedonism
in favour of collectivism and solidarity — sobornost (cobopHoCTB); a strong com-
mitment to sovereignty, justice, and social welfare; the role of Russia as a unify-
ing civilization in Greater Eurasia; and the affirmation of what he terms “normal
human values”—family, tradition, dignity, and a balanced relationship with na-
ture. In this framework, heroes are not only soldiers, but also doctors, engineers,
farmers, and public servants—those who, through labour and loyalty, contribute
to the national cause (Ibid., 41-43).

Unlike Karaganov, Fyodor Lukyanov focuses less on domestic transformation
and more on geopolitical realism. Considering Russia’s new, post-2022 role in the
world, as well as a possible new state ideology, Lukyanov believes that this ideol-
ogy must be tied to the broader development of the country, not only as a state,
but as a functioning system capable of creation. He argues that Russia’s ongoing
involvement in Ukraine, while geopolitical in nature, is also deeply connected
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to internal issues of national self-definition and ideological consolidation. These
tasks, he asserts, are essential not just for achieving Russia’s strategic objectives but
for its long-term survival and continuity, regardless of international perceptions
(TACC 2022). Further on, Lukyanov asserts that Russia needs to become resistant
to any pressure and in harmony with its society to find its place in the multipolar
world order and the changing geopolitical landscape (JlykpsaHOB, 2025).

In Lukyanov’s view, Russia faces a challenge stemming from the collapse of
the European integration model—one that had worked effectively until the end of
the 20th century and remained attractive to Russian elites. However, this model is
no longer viable, as the world has changed too substantially. Russia, long stranded
between its European cultural heritage and its vast Asian territory, has become
disillusioned with the failed experiment of Europeanization. As a result, parts of
the Russian elite are now turning their sights on Asia and the opportunities it of-
fers. Still, Lukyanov notes that although Russia has achieved a degree of internal
stabilization, its intellectual and political elites have yet to fully grasp what role
the country can realistically play in a rapidly changing world (JIykssinoB, 2020).

However, Lukyanov notes that the “liberal world order” or “rules-based or-
der” is gradually fading. In the vacuum it can leave behind, the “World Majority,”
which believes that the Western minority has abused its position of power, may
find room for expansion and a more prominent role in shaping the global land-
scape (Jlykpsanos, 2023). Lukyanov sees Russia, along with its membership in
BRICS, as part of a broader trend toward the redistribution of global power and
the reorganization of the international system. BRICS, in his view, functions as a
kind of anti-monopoly structure on a global scale and the most prestigious forum
representing the non-Western world (JIykbsanos, 2024a). Still, Lukyanov highlights
the need to formalize BRICS through the creation of a bureaucratic apparatus that
would help reconcile internal differences among member states of varying sizes,
populations, and levels of economic and military power (JIykbsuos, 2024b).

Here, I outlined several theoretical concepts proposed by contemporary influ-
ential Russian scholars and thinkers. Themes such as the uniqueness of Russian
civilization, the notion of the World Majority, Eurasianism, the call for social re-
vival and new elites free from Western influence, as well as the pivot toward the
East and the non-Western world, will echo in the documents and policies analyzed
in the following chapters. This brief theoretical overview also serves to contextu-
alize the process of patriotization in the Russian Federation and the government’s
broader efforts at social engineering aimed at reshaping both the general popula-
tion and the elite. While there is no conclusive evidence of a direct link between
these intellectuals and state policy, we will see that some members of the Russian
intelligentsia, those now rejecting Westernization as an ideal societal model, may
have influenced policymakers who are instead embracing and promoting alterna-
tive paths for Russia’s domestic and international development.
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3. Propaganda and patriotism

Before zooming in on the Russian Federation and the ongoing process of patri-
otization there, it is useful to provide a brief overview of the historical use of
state-induced patriotism in society. This will demonstrate that the patriotization
phenomenon is neither new nor uniquely Russian, but rather a recurring pattern
observed throughout human history in various forms. Placing the Russian example
within this broader context will allow us to understand how, in Russia, the social
engineering drive has been pursued in a more systematic and long-term fashion,
spanning over two decades of state involvement.

During external and internal crises, it is not unusual for a state to take stricter
control of educational, cultural, and media content to create a sense of stability
and national unity among the population. This is especially true during periods
of military conflict, where each party involved simultaneously seeks to boost pat-
riotism and justify its actions and their consequences as necessary sacrifices in
pursuit of national interests and goals. This applies to both “democratic” and “au-
thoritarian” countries, as well as those that fall somewhere between these common
groups, with education, media, and culture serving as key platforms for dissem-
inating official messages.

This phenomenon is, however, neither new nor a product of our times. Since
humankind developed communication, there have been efforts to disseminate mes-
sages and ideas or persuade internal or external groups of people to act or behave
in ways desired by those delivering the message. Preserved archaeological evidence
includes, for example, monuments (stelae) and inscriptions commissioned by rulers
of ancient Mesopotamian cities, which commemorated victories or celebrated the
achievements of kings and their gods (Taylor 2003, 21). From the earliest times of
recorded human history to the present day, propaganda—understood as a tool that
uses “‘communication to convey a message, an idea, or an ideology that is designed
primarily to serve the self-interests of the person or people doing the communicat-
ing”—has been constantly employed by individuals, religions, states, businesses,
non-governmental actors, multinational corporations, and others (Ibid., 7).

Although it can be tempting to use the term “propaganda” to describe the dis-
semination of specific messages intended to convert or compel the population to
think and/or behave in a certain way, in the context of this research, the focus will
mainly be on the process of fostering a sense of patriotism and traditional societal
values and norms through an organized, systemic effort. As part of the broader
initiative to align the population with the national interests defined by the state
and its leadership, it is important to foster within society a sense of patriotism,
duty, unity, necessary sacrifice, and pride in one’s country and its achievements.
As this research will demonstrate, this sustained, institutionalized effort can be
designated by the term “patriotization.”
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Again, the patriotization phenomenon through concerted government effort
is not a new feature of state behaviour, although it did experience a substantial
upsurge during the 20th century with the invention of radio, cinema, and later,
television and the Internet. Naturally, the First World War brought a string of rev-
olutionary changes in many segments of human society, such as warfare, economy;,
logistics, medicine, science, etc., but it was also the first major conflict in which
propaganda was systematically employed by all sides—both to raise morale and
patriotism among their own populations and militaries and to convey their po-
sitions, views, and (military) achievements to others. Interwar authors noted a
significant number of “official and unofficial propagandas to instigate revolution,
secession, or racial, cultural, geographical and religious unity,” such as “Com-
munism, Irish Independence, Pan-Islam, Pan-Slav, Pan-America, Pan-Europe,
League of Nations Union,” among others (Lasswell, 1927: 8).

After the Nazis and Adolf Hitler rose to power in Germany, Joseph Goebbels,
the head of the Ministry for Propaganda and Public Enlightenment, created twelve
departments dealing with communication sectors—from film, theatre, press, and
radio to culture and education, thus ushering in the process of patriotization fol-
lowing what the Nazis perceived as the humiliating period of the Weimar Repub-
lic, to prepare the German people for war (Messinger, 2011: 71). At the height of
the Cold War, some commentators saw the election of Ronald Reagan as the 40th
president of the United States in 1981 as a return to American “pride and patri-
otism, as well as a reaffirmation of the values and virtues that had been trampled
upon by the Vietnam-spawned counterculture” (Herman & Chomsky, 1988: 243).
In other words, the country in crisis, after a failed war in Indochina, with chal-
lenges in Central and Latin America and major internal societal divisions, sought
a process of patriotization and societal stability and unity via a political candidate
who resonated with such desires. These are just a few examples among many oth-
ers in the complex historical context of the 20th century.

In the 21st century, or more precisely at its beginning, the 9/11 attack on US
soil triggered what would later become the United States’ invasion and occupa-
tion of Afghanistan and Iraq. The shock and trauma caused by 9/11 were quickly
followed by a patriotic backlash within American society, directed not only at the
perpetrators of the attack but also at their supposed supporters, organizers, and
harbourers. Hollywood was quick to recognize that “the patriotic backlash follow-
ing September 11 had primed audiences for the heroic depiction of state violence
on film,” and studios soon began releasing war-themed movies that portrayed US
soldiers in a heroic light (Stahl, 2009: 9).

Besides the film industry, the advancement of new technologies allowed video
games to become a tool for both military recruitment and adaptation, as well as
getting the younger generation interested in the possibility of participating in an
American-led military conflict. Toys, entertainment, and commercials all became
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platforms for fostering patriotism and militarization within American society un-
der government supervision (Ibid., 14-19).

Subsequently, sports and sports events, both at the college and professional
level (for example, the National Hockey League or National Football League),
involve some sort of effort to honour or recognize the military, its members and
veterans, or a specific branch of the US Armed Forces. This was seen as a concen-
trated government effort to reinforce patriotism and popularize a general culture
of militarism in the US, while at the same time gathering support for Washington’s
military operations overseas in the post-9/11 context (Coyne & Hall, 2021: 78-79).
Here, we can see how a country in crisis, as the United States was after the ter-
rorist attacks of 9/11 and launching its invasions and occupations of Afghanistan
and Iraq, sought to increase patriotic sentiments among its population, which was
(and still is) deeply divided by political views and values. Thus, a crisis on such a
scale often serves as both a cause and a catalyst for this kind of institutionalized
process within a country.

It can be argued that such a systematic, institutionalized process is much easier
to undertake during a period of crisis, when the population instinctively experi-
ences a “rally-around-the-flag” sentiment and a surge of patriotism than in times
of stability. However, the process arguably tends to develop and become easier
to implement when there is legal infrastructure already in place before the crisis
occurs rather than when laws and practices are hastily created and initiated from
scratch in response to a crisis that has already engulfed the country and society.

In Russia’s case, the launching of the SMO in the territory of Ukraine in Febru-
ary 2022 led to the escalation of the Ukrainian conflict, which had been ongoing at
varying levels of intensity since 2014. This date marked a turning point for Russia,
as the country almost completely severed its ties with the West—culturally, politi-
cally, economically, and beyond. Naturally, this triggered a major crisis within the
country that affected all segments of society. However, the Kremlin was quick to
adapt to the new circumstances, and it can be argued that the SMO did not initi-
ate the process of patriotization within Russian society, but rather intensified and
accelerated an already ongoing effort. The process of patriotization had, in fact,
formally begun in 2001 with the adoption of the federal program “Patriotic Edu-
cation of Citizens of the Russian Federation for 2001-2005” and has continued to
evolve up to the present day (Ilocranosnenue Ilpasutenscrsa PO Ne 122, 2001).

4. “Patriotization” - defining the process
Before we define the term “patriotization,” it is necessary first to define the term

“patriotism.” According to the Stanford Encyclopedia of Philosophy, patriotism is
defined as “love of one’s country, identification with it, and special concern for its

well-being and that of compatriots” (Primoratz, 2020). Patriotism is understood
to manifest in three different forms: an individual’s national pride and joy stem-
ming from the achievements of the country; an individual’s criticism driven by
the desire for the country’s better development; and an individual’s intolerance
or resistance to criticisms and negative sentiments about the country (Rukiko &
Amani 2025, 136).

Some experts, such as Mehmet Elban and Selguk Aslan, define patriotism as
expressions of loyalty towards one’s country and a sense of national attachment,
which can be divided into so-called “blind patriotism” and “constructive patri-
otism” (Elban & Aslan, 2023). Blind patriotism refers to unconditional allegiance
that does not tolerate constructive criticism, while constructive patriotism involves
loyalty to the country that includes criticism and questioning of government prac-
tices for the purpose of positive change (Ibid.). Additionally, patriotism can also
be seen as an attachment to the patria—the country to which one belongs. How-
ever, there are cases, especially in countries with a federal system, where one can
regard two different regions or entities as one’s own country (Miscevi¢, 2022).

In the context of the Russian Federation, this distinction is particularly rele-
vant. There is a distinction between “malaya Rodina” (manas poourna—one’s “small
homeland”, such as a birthplace or region with personal significance) and “ve-
likaya Rodina” (6enuxas poouna —the “greater homeland”, referring to Russia
as a whole). Similarly, there is a distinction between the terms “russkiy” (pyccxuii
—an ethnic Russian, referring to cultural and ancestral identity) and “rossiyanin”
(poccusnun —a citizen of Russia, emphasizing civic belonging regardless of eth-
nicity (ITymxapésa, 2012). Thus, for example, a Tatar, Buryat, Chechen, or any
other ethnic and national minority within the Russian Federation may feel an
attachment both to their region of origin (such as the Republic of Buryatia, the
Republic of Tatarstan, the Chechen Republic, etc.) and to the Russian Federation
as a whole. Such an individual is both a member of their ethnic group and their
“small homeland”, but also a rossiyanin—a citizen of Russia, and a cultural par-
ticipant in the broader concept of the “Russian World” (Pyccknit mup).

As this research focuses solely on the patriotization process within the Rus-
sian Federation, we will now consider Russian scholars and their understanding of
this process. For example, Sergey Grigoryevich Molchanov (Cepreii I'puroppesny
MomnuaHoB) defines patriotization as the process of “acquiring patriotic competen-
cies: ‘to respect, ‘to defend,” and ‘to create” among preschool children. Accord-
ing to him, children at this developmental stage are naturally prone to imitation,
suggestibility, emotional responsiveness, and sincerity of feelings—all of which
remain emblazoned in their memory for a long time, making them particularly
receptive to patriotic education (Kosanenko, 2018: 23).

Natalya Aleksandrovna Korovnikova (Hatanpsa Anexcangposna Kopos-
HukoBa) defines patriotization as a complex set of processes involving the
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actualization, popularization, cultivation, education, and support of patriotism
as a fundamental value and guiding principle for the development of society and
the state. In the contemporary Russian context, she argues, this process should
also encompass the cultural, informational, and educational domains (Ibid., 170).
Korovnikova identifies three main criteria for the process of patriotization:

1. Ideological and value-based criteria, grounded in the “uniqueness of Rus-
sian patriotism”, the indivisibility of the Russian state, and pride in the
past, present, and future of the Fatherland;

2. Social and state criteria, which emphasize the alignment of personal,
group, societal, and state interests, self-sufficiency, the fulfilment of civic
and patriotic duties, and the adaptation of patriotic traditions to modern
challenges;

3. Social and pedagogical criteria, focused on the coherence of the patriotic
message, the enhancement of socio-cultural and political status, the ef-
fectiveness of patriotic education, and the modernization of the patriotic
education system in line with 21st-century realities (Ibid., 171).

Some representatives of the Russian academic community, such as academi-
cian Alexander Viktorovich Tonkonogov (Anexcannp Bukroposny ToHKOHOTOB),
have expressed concerns that, in contemporary Russia, the idea of national patri-
otism is becoming depersonalized and increasingly distorted into a form of mean-
ingless “hurrah-patriotism” (ypa-narpnorusm). To counter this trend, he argues
that Russian society must focus on concrete examples of genuine patriotic service
to the nation. Otherwise, he warns, the process of patriotization risks degenerat-
ing into “a formalized exercise reminiscent of the worst examples of ideological
indoctrination of public consciousness from the final period of the USSR’s exist-
ence” (Toukonoros, 2020: 346).

The legislation underpinning the official state policy of promoting patriotic
upbringing and education of the youth includes a number of illustrative official
documents. One example is the Decree of the President of the Russian Federation
No. 1416, dated 20 October 2012 and titled “On Improving State Policy in the Field
of Patriotic Education,” amended in 2014, 2018, 2021, 2023, and 2024. This decree
established the Presidential Directorate for Social Projects within the Presidential
Executive Office, with the aim, among others, of “strengthening the spiritual and
moral foundations of Russian society” and “improving state policy in the field of
patriotic education” (Ykas [Ipesunenta P® Ne 1416, 2012).

Some of the main tasks of this Directorate include “information, analytical
and organizational support for the implementation by the President of the Russian
Federation of his constitutional powers to determine the main directions of state
youth policy and state policy in the field of education, including patriotic educa-
tion, of children and youth” (Ibid.). Additional tasks include “preparation, with-
in the limits of its competence, summarization and submission to the President

of the Russian Federation and the Head of the Presidential Executive Office of
the Russian Federation of materials and proposals on issues of strengthening the
spiritual and moral foundations of Russian society” (Ibid.).

It is also important to note the Directorate’s tasks relating to identifying the
“general principles and main directions of state policy in the field of education
include patriotic education of children and youth, development and implemen-
tation of networking and public projects in this area, as well as the preparation
of projects aimed at preserving and developing traditional Russian spiritual and
moral values, developing creative industries and interaction with public opinion
leaders” (Ibid.). Finally, concerning the role of the entertainment and creative
industry in the process of patriotization, we can see from this decree that one of
the tasks assigned to the Directorate involves “organizing and ensuring interac-
tion between the head of state and public associations, professional and creative
unions, organizations of entrepreneurs, including those in the creative industries
and other civil society institutions” (Ibid.).

To summarize, the decree sets down a systemic approach to the patriotic edu-
cation of youth, highlighting its importance for the Russian state. This is evident
from the establishment of the Presidential Directorate for Social Projects under
the Presidential Executive Office of the Russian Federation. Additionally, the Di-
rectorate’s significance is underscored by its direct access to the President of the
Russian Federation, enabling it to submit proposals and suggestions concerning
the strengthening of spiritual and moral values in Russian society and all other
matters related to the patriotization of Russian youth.

In this regard, we can see that the Russian state places particular emphasis on
the patriotization of youth. Article 2.2 of the Federal Law No. 273-FZ (passed on
29 December 2012 and amended on 28 February 2025) defines education as an
activity “aimed at developing the personality and fostering in students a love of
work, a responsible attitude to work and its results, creating conditions for self-de-
termination and socialization of students on the basis of socio-cultural, traditional
Russian spiritual and moral values and rules and norms of behaviour accepted
in Russian society in the interests of the individual, family, society and the state”
(Denepanpusiit 3akoH Ne 273-D3, 2012). Further, the law specifies that education
should also aim at “fostering in students a sense of patriotism, citizenship, respect
for the memory of the defenders of the Fatherland and the exploits of the Heroes of
the Fatherland, law and order, the working man and the older generation, mutual
respect, a caring attitude to the cultural heritage and traditions of the multina-
tional population of the Russian Federation, nature and the environment” (Ibid.).

Obviously, the process of the patriotization of youth in the Russian Federation
is closely intertwined with education and early formative years, thereby enhanc-
ing receptiveness to future patriotic and mobilizing content disseminated through
culture, media, educational institutions, and official government channels.
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Another notable document is the Executive Order of the President of the Rus-
sian Federation No. 314, “On Approving the Fundamentals of State Policy in His-
torical Education” (8 May 2024). The objectives of the state policy in historical
education include the following:

1. “Formation of an all-Russian civic identity and the strengthening of the
community of the Russian world based on traditional Russian spiritual,
moral and cultural-historical values™;

2. “Patriotic education, preserving the memory of the defenders of the Fa-
therland and preventing the belittlement of national achievements in de-
fending the Fatherland™

3. “The formation of active civic role regarding the importance of historical
education and the preservation of historical memory”;

4. “Preserving traditional Russian spiritual, moral, and cultural-historical
values”;

5. “Creating conditions to counteract attempts to impose on the people of
Russia destructive ideological attitudes that contradict these values” (Yka3
[Tpesupenta PO Ne 314,2024).

Here, attention must be paid to the term “destructive ideologies” mentioned in
Executive Order No. 314. The term was first defined in the Decree of the President
of the Russian Federation No. 809, dated 9 November 2022, which describes “de-
structive ideologies” as “ideological and psychological influence on citizens that
leads to the imposition of a system of ideas and values that is alien to the Russian
people and destructive for Russian society (hereinafter referred to as destructive
ideology), including the cultivation of egoism, permissiveness, immorality, the de-
nial of the ideals of patriotism, service to the Fatherland, the natural continuation
of life, the value of a strong family, marriage, multiple offspring, creative work,
Russia’s positive contribution to world history and culture, the destruction of the
traditional family through the propaganda of non-traditional sexual relations”
(Vkas IIpesupenta PO Ne 809, 2022).

Notably, official Russia views destructive ideologies as a threat to the demo-
graphic situation in the country, as well as a factor that contributes to the “the
self-destruction of society, weakening of the family, friendship and other social
ties” (Ibid.). Additionally, these ideologies are seen as responsible for the “increased
socio-cultural stratification of society, the decreased role of social partnership,
[and] debasement of the notions of creative work and solidarity” (Ibid.). They are
also identified as “ harmful to the moral health of people,” as they supposedly
impose ideas that deny human dignity and the value of human life, promote an-
tisocial behaviour, popularize immoral lifestyles, encourage permissiveness and
violence, and contribute to increased alcohol and drug abuse (Ibid.).

The document also blames destructive ideologies for the “formation of a so-
ciety that ignores spiritual and moral values, distortion of historical truth and
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destruction of historical memory; denial of Russian identity, weakening of the
all-Russian civil identity and unity of the multinational population of Russia,
being conducive to interethnic and interreligious conflicts, undermining trust in
state institutions, discrediting the idea of serving the Fatherland, and forming a
negative attitude towards military service and public service in general” (Ibid.).

In view of the above and within the focus of this research on the Russian Fed-
eration, the process of patriotization can be defined as a complex and multifaceted
effort to foster, cultivate, and institutionalize traditional and patriotic values—pri-
marily through education, culture, and media, but also through legislation and
state decrees. This process aims to instil patriotism as a core personal and societal
value from early childhood, aligning individual, social, and state interests and, in
the Russian case, ensuring the continuity of traditional spiritual, moral, familial,
and civic norms. Importantly, the process of patriotization also serves another
key function: it is designed to safeguard society against what the Russian state la-
bels “destructive ideologies”—a set of values attributed to contemporary Western
culture and lifestyles, perceived by the Russian government as a tangible threat
to national cohesion, unity, demographic stability, and the spiritual and moral
well-being of Russian citizens.

5. Traditional Values and the “Time of Heroes”

Before continuing this analysis of the ongoing process of patriotization in
post-2022 Russian society, we would do well to examine how Russian legislation
defines the term “traditional values”, as these form one of the key support pillars
of this process.

Let us return to the Decree of the President of the Russian Federation No. 809,
dated 9 November 2022, which not only defined the term “destructive ideologies”
but primarily aimed to outline the concept of traditional values within Russian
society, along with a framework for their countrywide strengthening and imple-
mentation. The following key points emerge from this document:

1) Traditional values are presented as moral guidelines that shape the world-
view of Russian citizens and are passed down from one generation to the next.
These include “life, dignity, human rights and freedoms, patriotism, citizenship,
service to the Fatherland and responsibility for its fate, high moral ideals, strong
family, productive work, precedence of the spiritual over the material, humanism,
compassion, justice, collectivism, solidarity and respect, historical memory and
generational continuity, and the unity of the peoples of Russia”;

2) Orthodox Christianity is acknowledged as having played a distinctive role
in the formation of these values. However, other religions—Islam, Buddhism, and
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Judaism, etc.—are also recognized as having contributed to the “formation of tra-
ditional values shared by believers and non-believers alike;

3) The Russian Federation considers traditional values to be the bedrock of
society, as they are seen as “enabling the protection and strengthening of Russian
sovereignty, ensuring the unity of its multiethnic and multireligious population,
safeguarding the people of Russia, and developing human potential”;

4) The official state policy of preserving and strengthening traditional values
consists of a set of coordinated measures implemented by the President and other
government organs, with the involvement of civil society institutions, aiming to
counter “sociocultural threats to national security in matters related to traditional
values”. This policy spans several domains, including education, youth engage-
ment, culture, science, interethnic and interreligious relations, media and mass
communications, and international cooperation;

5) The Russian Federation identifies threats to traditional values as stemming
from “extremist and terrorist organizations, certain media and communication
channels, actions by the United States and other unfriendly foreign states, various
transnational corporations and foreign NGOs, as well as some organizations and
individuals within Russia”. In addition, the document asserts that ideological and
psychological influences promoting a foreign system of values collectively desig-
nated as “destructive ideology” are at play (Ibid.).

Moreover, this document reveals the following. The State Policy for the Pres-
ervation and Strengthening of Traditional Values has three main objectives:

1) “Preservation and transmission of traditional values”;

2) “Countering destructive ideology”; and

3) “Promoting Russia internationally as a guardian of traditional spiritual and
moral values” (Ibid.).

This policy involves a wide range of measures aimed at reinforcing Russia’s
national identity and cultural continuity. These include strengthening civic unity
and Russian identity, safeguarding historical memory and countering historical
falsification, promoting family values and national continuity and popularizing
traditional values through information policy. Additionally, the policy emphasizes
fostering traditional value-based education and upbringing, supporting civil so-
ciety and cultural-patriotic projects, and backing traditional religious organiza-
tions. It also calls for commissioning research and media projects that popularize
these values, preserving and ensuring public access to cultural heritage sites, and
promoting traditional values in the digital space. Furthermore, the protection and
promotion of the Russian language, countering destructive psychological influ-
ences, and the enhancement of Russia’s global position through the international
promotion of traditional spiritual and moral values are also identified as key ob-
jectives (Ibid.).
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To summarize, traditional values, as defined in Decree No. 809 and within the
framework of Russian political strategy, constitute a set of state-endorsed moral,
spiritual, and cultural principles rooted in religion and national heritage. These
values are positioned as key instruments of national identity, social cohesion, and
sovereign security in the face of perceived ideological and geopolitical threats. It is
also important to emphasize that, in the post-2022 context, the Russian state has
been actively working to preserve and promote these traditional values both domes-
tically and internationally, particularly as Decree No. 809 explicitly aims to position
Russia as an “international guardian” of traditional spiritual and moral values.

Another aspect of this process can be seen in the establishment of a new elite
within Russian society—one expected to be more patriotic and loyal to the state
and its designated national interests than its predecessors. This initiative was first
publicly announced by President Vladimir Putin during his address before the
Federal Assembly of the Russian Federation on 29 February 2024. In this speech,
President Putin stated that the current Russian elites had discredited themselves,
saying: “Those who, without any real merit to society, see themselves as a privi-
leged caste with special rights—especially those who filled their pockets during
all sorts of economic processes in the 1990s—those are definitively not the elite”
(ITocnanue IIpesupenta P®, 2024). He went on to define the “true, genuine elite”
as those who serve Russia: “Workers and warriors, reliable and proven people,
those whose deeds attest to their loyalty to the country. Such people do not back
down, do not fail, and do not betray... At critical moments in history, it is precise-
ly such people who come to the forefront and take responsibility. It is these peo-
ple—those who care about the country and share its fate—to whom Russia can be
entrusted and passed on in the future” (Ibid.).

Additionally, in this speech, President Putin stated that he regularly meets
with participants of the “SMO,” including military personnel, volunteers, and ci-
vilians conscripted into military service. He went on to explain: “They are the ones
who should take leading positions—in the education and upbringing of youth, in
civil society organizations, in state-owned companies, in business, in public and
municipal administration. They should lead regions, enterprises, and, ultimately,
the largest national projects. These true heroes and patriots are often modest and
reticent in everyday life. They do not boast about their achievements or shout loud
slogans, but in decisive moments of history, it is precisely such people who come
to the forefront and take responsibility. It is to such people, those who think about
the country and share its fate, that Russia can be entrusted in the future” (Ibid.).

More importantly, President Putin stated in his speech that, starting from 1
March 2024, “veterans of the Special Military Operation, as well as soldiers and
officers currently serving in active units, will be able to apply to participate in the
first training round of a special personnel programme. Let’s call it “Time of Heroes’
(Bpems I'epoes)” (Ibid.). He further explained that the participants in this project
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will be soldiers and officers with higher education and managerial experience, re-
gardless of rank or position, but most importantly, individuals who have “demon-
strated their best qualities and shown the ability to lead their comrades” (Ibid.).
The mentors for the first participants of the program were selected among senior
figures in the Government, the Presidential Executive Office, federal ministries
and agencies, regional leaders, and CEOs of the largest Russian companies (Ibid.).

The inauguration of the “Time of Heroes” programme could be perceived as
an understandable move from the perspective of the Russian leadership in the
post-2022 reality. The contemporary Russian elites—whether from the domains
of business, art, entertainment, I'T, or academia—were highly integrated with the
West and, as such, susceptible to adopting the so-called “Western values,” which
could include non-traditional behaviours and lifestyles. As many intellectuals and
politicians in Russia see the ongoing conflict in Ukraine as an existential struggle
for the nation—comparable to the pivotal events of the 20th century—it is unsur-
prising that the political leadership seeks unity as it attempts to distance itself, in
every possible way, from those it perceives as aligned with antagonistic worldviews.

Since 2022, many Russian citizens—mostly younger people, particularly stu-
dents from universities in major urban centres like Moscow and Saint Petersburg,
as well as IT professionals—have left the country (Purkovic, 2024: 1054). As a re-
sult, the presence of dissenting, liberal, and pro-Western viewpoints within Rus-
sia has significantly declined. The new elites, who are likely to lead the country in
the future if the current system remains unchanged, are expected to champion
traditional family, religious, and social values, remain loyal to the government,
and—most importantly, as frequently emphasized in official speeches—be vet-
erans of active military service. The rationale behind this shift appears to be the
Russian leadership’s desire to cultivate a class of elites more resistant to Western
influence and lifestyles and more patriotic in spirit, loyal to the state, and aware
of the sacrifices required in the pursuit of national interests.

6. Traditional Values and Foreign Policy

It is important to note that these domestic processes also play a role in shaping
contemporary Russia’s foreign policy. The Foreign Policy Concept of the Russian
Federation (March, 2023) notes that a common form of interference in the inter-
nal affairs of sovereign states “has become the imposition of destructive neoliberal
ideological attitudes on them that contradict traditional spiritual and moral val-
ues. As a result, the destructive impact extends to all spheres of international re-
lations” (Konuenusa suemueit nonutuky PO, 2023). Furthermore, the document
identifies strengthening traditional Russian spiritual and moral values, as well as
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safeguarding the cultural and historical heritage of the multinational population
of Russia, as key national interests in the foreign policy domain (Ibid.).

One of the stated priorities of Russian foreign policy is the “consolidation of
international efforts aimed at ensuring respect and protection of universal and
traditional spiritual and moral values (including ethical norms common to all
world religions),” as well as “neutralizing attempts to impose pseudo-humanis-
tic and other neoliberal ideological attitudes that lead to the loss of traditional
spiritual and moral guidelines and moral principles by humanity” (Ibid.). This
foreign policy doctrine frames strengthening these values as “a unifying princi-
ple for all of humanity” and identifies them as a foundation for cooperation with
African countries and the Islamic world, emphasizing shared efforts to protect
them. At the same time, the doctrine holds most European states responsible for
aggressive policies toward Russia, aimed in part at eroding traditional Russian
spiritual and moral values (Ibid.).

In the introduction, the 2023 Russian foreign policy doctrine affirms Russia’s
self-perception as an original state-civilization, with deep historical ties to tradi-
tional European culture and other cultures of Eurasia. It describes Russia as “a
vast Eurasian and Euro-Pacific power that has united the Russian people and other
peoples that make up the cultural and civilizational community of the Russian
world” (Ibid.). The doctrine also strongly emphasizes developing cooperation with
countries in the Asia-Pacific region, the Islamic world, Africa, Latin America, and
the Caribbean (Ibid.).

Although the growing contradictions with the West appear to have accelerat-
ed Russia’s “pivot to the East,” some experts—such as Ivan Nikolaevich Timofeev
(MiBan Huxkomaesua Tumodees), former Director General of the Russian Inter-
national Affairs Council (RIAC), note that Russia faces significant limitations in
its interactions with non-Western countries (Tumodees, 2023). He observes that
while Russia has academic institutions specializing in Sinology, Arabic studies,
Indology, and similar fields, there remains a strong inclination among the aca-
demic, business, and political elite to speak European languages, engage with Eu-
ropean literature and culture, and maintain a deeper familiarity with Europe than
with the non-Western world. Timofeev further argues that Russians generally lack
substantial knowledge of the literature, culture, and mentality of countries con-
sidered friendly to the Russian Federation. For Russia to carry out a full-fledged
pivot to the East, he concludes, the country will need to establish numerous new
institutes, language schools, and educational programs to better understand and
cooperate with non-Western societies (Ibid.).

Here, we can infer that one of the reasons for the foreign policy shift lies in the
Russian leadership’s desire to cultivate elites more resistant to Western influence
and lifestyles and more aligned with the ideology of Eurasianism, specifically to
correspond with the foreign policy of pivoting toward the East. This is in stark
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contrast to the earlier portrayal of Russia as a European country belonging to the
Western rules-based order and Euro-Atlantic structures, a perception reinforced
by the preferences of the previous Russian elites and their antecedents regard-
ing living, doing business, and pursuing education in Western countries. Thus,
it would not be far-fetched to symbolically refer to these emerging figures from
the “Time of Heroes” program—i.e., those groomed for leadership and distanced
from earlier Western-oriented preferences—as the “BRICS elites”, embodying a
new ideological direction.

This term does not necessarily encapsulate only an internal sociopolitical rea-
lignment within Russian society but it could also symbolize the country’s evolving
role within the emerging multipolar world order, where the BRICS bloc serves as
one of the key vectors of Russia’s strategic repositioning. At the same time, what
we call “BRICS elites” are envisioned as examples, champions, and guardians of
traditional spiritual and moral values within Russian society, while also serving
as a symbolic point of reference for conservative and traditionalist societies and
political actors, both in the so-called “Collective West” and the “World Majority”.

7. Conclusion

This research aimed to present the ongoing process of patriotization within the
Russian Federation in the post-2022 context. While the process itself did not start
with the tectonic shift between Russia and the “Collective West” triggered by Mos-
cow’s launch of the “Special Military Operation” in Ukraine, it can be argued that
the rupture in relations between the West and Russia accelerated this process.

This process itself is visibly given high priority by the government. This is seen
in both official documents concerning the patriotic education and upbringing of
the Russian youth, the statements of Russian President Vladimir Putin and the
effort to create new elites more aligned with the more conservative nature of inter-
nal policies, as well as in the thought of prominent Russian scholars and Russia’s
new foreign-policy course.

If this trajectory of the Russian government continues in the coming years,
Russian society can arguably be expected to undergo a form of social engineer-
ing aimed at producing a population and elite class less susceptible to Western
influence and lifestyles. This transformation would likely include stronger loyalty
to the state, deeper adherence to traditional moral, spiritual, and family values,
and a greater tolerance for government decisions that may involve severe meas-
ures—such as sudden reductions in quality of life due to hypothetical internal or
external pressures, mass mobilization for military service, or participation in ex-
peditionary operations abroad.
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However, the most significant test of the authenticity of the patriotization pro-
cess will be the actual transformation of the envisioned new elites. While one of
the key requirements is that these elites emerge from the ranks of SMO veterans,
they will be naturally expected to display greater patriotism, loyalty, and readi-
ness for sacrifice than their predecessors. The underlying rationale is that those
who have demonstrated a willingness to risk their lives for the Motherland may
also be less susceptible to corruption, bribery, and anti-social or anti-state behav-
iours—arguably one of the most persistent and corrosive internal challenges faced
by Russia throughout its modern history.

Nevertheless, whether this patriotization process proves successful remains to
be seen, but it undoubtedly signals a deeper shift in how the Russian state envisions
itself and its place in global affairs. Ultimately, whether patriotization results in a
lasting ideological shift or faces generational resistance will depend not only on
state planning but also on how deeply Russian society internalizes the promoted
values over time.
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
